Cruise ships can carry around 6,300 passengers,
and can have a CAPACITY OF OVER 8,100
including crew. That’s more people than the
population of Montpelier, the capital of Vermont,
and nearly twice that of West Peoria, lllinois.
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OASIS OF THE SEAS needs an overall power supply of 97000 kW to
operate. Over the span of one month, this is roughly equivalent to the
average electricity consumption of 77,000 AMERICAN HOUSEHOLDS.
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The average week-long cruise can generate 210,000 GALLONS OF
SEWAGE. That's the equivalent of 840,000 quarts of milk or the weight of
214 AFRICAN ELEPHANTS.

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Each week, an average cruise ship generates 2,137 LBS OF CO, per passenger.
This is almost TRIPLE the amount of CO, emissions the same individual
would produce on land.
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During a typical 10-hour stay in port, a single cruise ship produces about
66 TONS OF CO, - equivalent to the total ANNUAL EMISSIONS OF
6.2 HUMMERS.
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Oceangoing vessels, including cruise ships,
regularly discharge about 100,000,000
GALLONS OF PETROLEUM
PRODUCTS into our oceans EVERY
YEAR. This is almost 10X the
volume of ol spilled in the 1989
EXXON VALDEZ OIL SPILL.
