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NO TO US DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE 
WV Secretary of State Kris Warner announced on February 11th that the WV Secretary of 
State’s OƯice will not volunteer the release of personally identifying information (PII) of 
every registered West Virginian to the U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ). The DOJ's 
request, reportedly sent to almost every state, seeks registered voters' personal data 
including their Social Security number, driver’s license number, and other sensitive 
identifiers.

MORRISEY’S TAX CUT DEAD ON ARRIVAL? 
House Finance Chairman Vernon Criss, R-Wood, said this week that the 
governor’s proposed budget, which includes teacher pay raises, increased Medicaid 
funding, the $230 million Hope Scholarship voucher program and a tax cut — doesn’t 
work. House Bill 4027, the House’s budget bill, would use general revenue funds to pay for 
the state’s share of Medicaid, a program used by nearly one-third of West Virginia 
residents. The House budget proposal wouldn’t provide any cut to the state’s personal 
income tax.
