TRANSFIGURATION or TRANSFORMATION 
As many of you know, I lived in the monastery for some 28 
years. And it is a popular theme for monks to contemplate 
the mystery of the Transfiguration. In this very moment in 
Christ’s life, we see the heavenly Jesus revealed. We see 
what Jesus truly is in all his glory and his majesty. Some 
ancient Fathers even considered this to be the normal state 
of Jesus in his glory. When he went upon this earth his true 
nature was hidden - cloaked under his humanity. 
This brings up the question of how important it is for us to 
adapt to God’s nature rather than having God always adapt 
to us. The normal state of Jesus is in his Transfigured glory, 
not as a peasant, walking around along the paths of Galilee 
and Judah. It is too easy for us to bring down God to our 
level rather than to lift ourselves to God‘s level. To make God 
fit our image and likeness of who we expect him to be rather 
than to truly live in the image and likeness of God ourselves. 
Through the grace of Jesus, we must be transformed day by 
day so that we may be Transfigured into God‘s glory. Our 
minds and hearts should be adapted little by little to see the 
world through God’s eyes rather than our own. The world of 
God is a world where mercy and love reign; where mercy 
and love reign in our relationship with others; where 
everything we say and do is clothed with the character of 
mercy and love. If everyone on this planet did this, our world 
will be Transformed into the glory of God and would shine 
like the glory of Jesus did on that mountain.
