GOOD SHEPHERD

The sheep can sense that the voice of the stranger, 
of the thief,  or the bandit is not the right voice.  
It’s not the one that fits.  
It’s not the one that is going to look after them to 
guide them and to help them get to where they 
need to go.  
Hopefully, you we hear the voice of God in our 
hearts and it is a voice that fits: a voice that can 
console us, can help us, and can guide us. Hopefully, 
we know the voice of the Spirit when it is speaking  
to us.  
And that we know how to stay away from the voice 
of the thief or the tempter or the evil one who wants 
to get us astray and lead us into harm.
