MAGNIFICA HUMANITAS 
Latin for "Magnificent Humanity" is the first encyclical written by Pope 
Leo and was formally released by the Holy See on May 25, 2026.  
The primary purpose of this landmark, social encyclical is to provide a 
comprehensive moral and ethical blueprint for safeguarding human 
dignity in the age of artificial intelligence (AI). Pope Leo XIV signed 
the document on May 15, 2026, intentionally aligning it with the 
135th anniversary of Pope Leo XIII’s groundbreaking 1891 encyclical 
Rerum novarum, which addressed the challenges of the Industrial 
Revolution.  
The text is divided into five chapters and uses biblical metaphors — 
such as the choice between constructing the prideful Tower of Babel 
or rebuilding the community-centered walls of Jerusalem— to analyze 
the integration of technology into modern life.
