In Memoriam : Fr Lou Nichols 
Fr Lou sadly passed away this last Thursday surrounded by friends at Lakeport Post 
Acute - just recently celebrating his 93rd birthday! 
Fr Lou began his life in Syracuse NY and was a priest there from 1960-1966. In 1966 
he felt the call of duty and entered the Marines as a chaplain. He served the soldiers 
twice in Vietnam and became very fond of the Vietnamese people. 
After his military service he went back to college and got a Masters in psychology. 
With this degree he did counseling and worked for US Air for ten years. He then 
came to our Diocese and served as Pastor at Willits, Lakeport and finally here at  St 
Anthony’s where he was Pastor from 2005 to 2019. 
I will personally always remember how Fr Lou would faithfully come to daily Mass as 
long as he could. I remember hearing that as a child his mother would tell him to go 
off and serve Mass at 6:30am and off he would go. Whether the soldiers in Vietnam  
or the locals around here, Fr Lou was always someone who wanted to serve.
