INTENTION

In last week’s Gospel, Jesus tells us he wants to bring 
division rather than peace to this world. He doesn’t 
want division for division’s sake of course, but he 
wants true peace or at least a peace that is built on 
truth and not on falsity.

This week he tells us not to seek the wide way to 
heaven, but to choose the narrow gate. He says 
essentially that many people will act as if they know 
him; will invoke his name; or consider him his friend; 
and not really do what he asks of them and not do 

his will at all.

It’s not enough just to say that we know Jesus or even 
just to practice our Faith in a rudimentary way. Jesus 
asks us to walk the walk: to truly live out our Faith in 
our daily words and actions. So in a word: our Faith 
must matter deeply to us. It isn’t just be a casual thing 
we do, or a general thing we’re interested in, but 
something that matters very deeply to us, and that 
touches our hearts profoundly. If faith matters deeply 
to us, we will naturally develop a deep relationship 
with God, the Father and with Jesus, his son. 

If we find it hard to develop this relationship, ask God 
to come into our hearts and our lives and make 
Himself a part of them. If we knock, the door will be 
opened. If we ask, we will receive.  But we always must 
pray with great generosity and great openness to all 
that God can give us.
