LOVE MORE / LOVE LESS

We hear the very harsh words in today’s  Gospel 
expressed by Jesus: “If anyone comes to me without 
hating his father and mother, wife and children, brothers 
and sisters, and even his own life, he cannot be my 
disciple”.  These words are obviously very troubling but 
we must understand here the Semitic use of the word 
‘hate’. In Hebrew the word for hate is saneh which can 
mean to love less. For example when we see the 
expression in the Bible: Jacob I loved but Esau I hated 

(Ml 1:2). We know God is saying that he loved Esau less 
than Jacob. He didn’t really hate Esau - he just had 

a preference for Jacob!

So Jesus is here telling us that we must love him more 
than anyone else. We must love him more than a mother 
or a sister, a father or a brother. 

We must of course put him first in our lives. But since this 
is a work in progress, it is a work that takes our whole 
lives. We must get up each day and continue on our path 
striving to put God first in our lives. By doing this we 
know we will have the most joyful life possible because 
we are loving our greatest good who is God. We are 
coming in closest proximity to the greatest good - the 
God who is always giving and loving this whole world!
