Class Title: Tumbling

Rehearsal Day: THURSDAY June 8™ Arrive 5:30pm dressed with hair and make-up done. Rehearsal starts at 6pm
Show Day: Saturday June 10% Arrive 4:15pm dressed with hair and make-up done. Show starts at 5 Pm.
Routines in the show: They will do tumbling stunts that they have learned during class this session.

How to Wear Your Costume and Hair
Costume: Blue studio T-shirt with plain black leggings or shorts.

Tights: None. They should be barefoot, or they can wear tan shoes
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Shoes: Tan Jazz shoes if they want!
Should be polished and cleaned up.

Hair: Ballerina Bun
Straight part on the left side of the head pulled into a tight bun. Make a
ponytail in the center of the head then wrap the pony in a bun. Please
wear a hair net over bun to secure it tightly. We would suggest pinning
bangs to the side, so the lighting does not cast a shadow on the dancer’s
face. Use hairspray/gel to have a clean look. Please remember to use an
elastic that matches the color of your hair. If you need help on how to
make a bun, please ask.
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Hairpiece: none

Jewelry: None. No earrings, necklaces, rings, or any
tattoos. LEAVE AT HOME!

Make-up: Please use the following as a guide
Use earth tone colors for makeup
(please no blue eye shadow). Preferably pink, white and brown.
Black/brown eyeliner on top lid
Blush to follow cheekbone in a shade that compliments skin tone.
Apply powder and foundation if necessary. Mascara must be worn.
Lipstick will vary depending on the skin tone (soft red/mauve/dark pink
tone).
