For a growing population, agriculture needs serious technical and institutional reforms. After Independence,
the government prioritized institutional reforms. “Land reform’ was the main focus of our First Five Year
Plan, with an emphasis on the consolidation of holdings and the abolition of the zamindari system. In the
1960s and 1970s, the government embarked upon introducing agricultural reforms to improve Indian
agriculture. The Green Revolution, based on the use of package technology, and the White Revolution
(Operation Flood) were some of the strategies initiated. However, these reforms also led to the concentration
of development in a few selected areas. Therefore, in the 1980s and 1990s, a comprehensive land
development programme was initiated, which included both institutional and technical reforms. The
provision of crop insurance against natural calamities, the establishment of Grameen banks and cooperative
societies for providing loan facilities, and schemes like the Kisan Credit Card (KCC) and Minimum Support
Price (MSP) were some important steps in this direction.
