        The attached Rules and Regulations supersede all previous documents.

Please keep this document for your future reference.

Note: In the event of the sale of your unit, please give this document to the new owner.

The information contained herein is to provide each co-owner with information as to what is expected from everyone living at Meadows At Lakeside. As a resident of a condominium community, which differs from other styles of living, it is your responsibility to abide by the Rules and Regulations of the community. 

Ignorance of the Rules and Regulations does not justify the violation of them.

MODIFICATIONS (Article VI, Section 3)
The Association Board has the right to refuse approval of any plans or requests.  

All exterior modifications including decks, doorwalls, windows, basement windows, front entry doors, garage doors, solar lights, front pole lights, front porch railings, landscape requests and plans, other than ground cover for the shrub beds (See Landscape) must be submitted in writing, on a Modification Request Form, to the Association Board “prior” to any action by the co-owners. 

Rules and Regulations may be made and amended by the Board of Directors.

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LANDSCAPING-SHRUB BEDS (Article VI, Section 12)
The Association Board has approved four options for the surface of the shrub beds at the front of the units at the expense of the co-owners.   They are as follows:

1. Wood Mulch - Builders Standard   
3.
Lava Rock - Red color only
2. Wood Bark - Large Size

Soil
Approved Edging:  
1. Natural
2.  Interlocking Brick
All maintenance, weeding, mulching, and edging are the responsibility of the co-owners.
- Perennials and annuals may be planted without approval.
- Vegetable gardens are not permitted in any condo area.
- Shrubs in updated beds are not permitted in the area between sidewalk and garage wall.  
- Any replacement shrubs must be low maintenance.
ARTIFICAL FLOWERS

Artificial flowers are not permitted in the shrub beds at any time. 

From May 1 to October 31, the normal growing season, artificial flowers are not permitted on the front porch except as noted below:

Artificial flowers, in good condition, are acceptable 
in door decorations such as wreaths and swags.

From November 1st to April 30th, artificial flowers may be displayed in a basket or pot on the porch as part of decoration for such holidays as Christmas or Easter, but must be removed after the celebration of the holiday.

ADVERTISING AND SIGNS (Article VI, Section 9)

Open House signs will be allowed under the following conditions:
1. Open House signs must be scheduled and approved by the Association Board.

2. If approved, open house signs will be permitted on Saturday and Sunday.
No other advertising signs or devices shall be displayed from the unit or on Common elements unless approved by the Association Board.

GARAGE DOORS

Garage doors should remain closed when not in use, with the exception of an opening of forty-eight (48) inches or two sections of the door for ventilation purposes.

GARBAGE

Garbage or rubbish should be placed on concrete at the curb after DUSK or later on the day preceding pickup. In the event of a holiday in the week, pickup will be a day later.  Garbage and rubbish should be packed in plastic bags and placed in covered garbage containers or tied plastic bags. Do not put loose garbage in garbage containers.  Any boxes used to dispose of items must be covered and taped shut to prevent scattering of refuse in the complex.

Garbage containers and covers must be retrieved and stored on the day of pickup. If the co-owner will not be home on that day, plastic bags should be used or arrangements made with a neighbor to retrieve the garbage containers.

Co-owners should contact the Management Company for instructions regarding pick up of extra large or bulky items prior to placing these items at the curb.

Shrubs, plants, tree limbs, flowers, leaves and dirt are not allowed in the garbage containers.
DO NOT PLACE GARBAGE ON GRASS OR ON SPRINKLER HEADS.
HAZARDOUS WASTE

Do not dump hazardous waste down street drains. It is illegal and environmentally destructive.  Please dispose of properly.

LIGHTS 

Floodlights are not permitted in the shrub beds. Solar lights or front pole lights are permitted in the front shrub area.
FIREWORKS
Fireworks are forbidden in our complex.  Violators will be automatically fined.
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DECKS AND PATIOS (Article VI, Section 6)
Flowerpots, herb pots, vegetable pots, flower boxes, artificial plants, and ornamental objects can be used on decks and patios provided they are removed by November 1st. Also all porch furniture must be removed by this date with the exception of propane gas grills. Note: If you are unable to remove your table, it must be secured properly at the corner of your deck. Items are not to be stored under the deck at any time.

DECK AWNINGS - STATIONARY AND RETRACTABLE
Any co-owner wishing to install a stationary or retractable deck awning must submit a Modification Request Form to the Association Board and receive approval prior to proceeding with the awning installation. 

ORNAMENTAL DECORATIONS 

A single statue or ornamental decoration; i.e., shepherd hook with one or two loops are permitted in the shrub bed or on the front porch of the unit subject to the following restrictions:

1. No statue higher than 30 inches and no wider than 24 inches

2. No religious statues

3. No fountains

4. No plastic or wood construction statues or ornamental decorations.
The co-owners who have trellises must cut the vines back in the fall and remove and store the trellises until spring. The Association Board must approve all other decorations.

WREATHS AND FLOWERPOTS (Article VI, Section 6) 

The following wreaths and flowerpots are allowed:

1. A flowerpot or wreath is allowed on front porch providing it does not interfere with foot traffic.
2. If chimes are acceptable to your neighbors, hang them in your back area.

3. Flowerpots cannot be hung in the trees, on outside light fixtures, on soffits or gutters.
4. Sidewalks must remain free of flowerpots or other objects.
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LIGHTING - CHRISTMAS DECORATIONS

The monthly Condominium fees cover the exterior lighting costs.  Therefore, the exterior garage lights cannot be used as a power source for co-owner Christmas decorations or for any other purpose. All decorations must be removed by January 15th.

RECREATIONAL FACILITIES (Article VI, Section 7)
Any recreational items (volleyball net, basketball hoops, tents, etc.) used on Limited Common or Common Areas must be taken down and stored at the end of each day.
HOSES AND HOSE REELS

All hoses must be coiled and stored behind bushes or shrubs. Hose reel containers are not allowed unless they can be stored out of sight behind bushes or shrubs. Hose reels cannot be attached to the unit. After November 1st hoses are to be removed from the outside and properly stored.

VEHICLES (Article VI, Section 8)
No house trailers, commercial vehicles, boats, boat trailers, motorcycles, snowmobiles or snowmobile trailers may be parked or stored outdoors on the premises of the condominium, unless written approval has been received from the Association Board. 
If approved, the time limit on any of the above is 48 hours.

-  Written requests must be made to the Association Board for permission to store smaller sports vehicles, etc. provided they can be totally contained within the garage.
-  No vehicle maintenance other than washing is to be performed on the driveway or condominium streets. Maintenance can only be performed within co-owners garage.

Vehicles driving within the complex are subject to stop signs and speed limits.  Failure to obey traffic signs will result in fines.  (See Assessment of Fines.)
STREET PARKING (Article VI, Section 8)
To allow access for emergency vehicles, there is no parking allowed on the right side of our streets as you enter from Tilch.  Signs are posted throughout the community.  No overnight parking is permitted on any of the condominium streets.  Adequate overnight parking is available in the unit garage and driveway.  Use of another co-owner’s driveway is not permitted without their approval.

SNOW STORMS – STREET PARKING

To allow access for snow plowing of 2 inches or more, there is NO Parking allowed on streets during a snow storm.  Driveways with cars will not be plowed.  We are not responsible for damage to your vehicle.
PETS

All pets must be leashed when taking their daily walks.  Pet owners are responsible for cleaning up their animal’s fecal matter immediately. Co-owners must keep the lawn clean and in proper condition and are responsible for any damage done by their animals.
BIRDS AND OTHER CRITTERS
Do not feed birds, ducks, geese or squirrels. Do not put out or throw down food for any other animals. Feeding encourages seagulls, pigeons, rats, mice, skunks, raccoons, and leads to unsanitary conditions.  However, bird feeders for small birds, such as finches and hummingbirds are permitted.  Do not hang feeders from gutters or soffits.
CO-OWNER MAINTENANCE (Article VI, Section 13)
Each co-owner shall be responsible for damages or costs to the Association resulting from negligent damage to or misuse of any of the Common Elements by the co-owner, the co-owner’s family, guests or invitees. Any costs or damages to the Association may be assessed to and collected from the responsible co-owner. 
ASSESSMENT OF FINES (Article XI, Section 2)
Failure to comply with these Rules and Regulations or other Meadows at Lakeside Condominium By-Laws will result in the following actions: 
1. The Association Board shall notify the co-owner of the unit by mail of the

alleged violation (no fine).  Co-owner has seven days to correct the violation.

2. If a second notice is sent for the same violation, a $25.00 fine will be issued.

3. If a third notice is issued for the same violation, a $50.00 fine will be issued.

4. Fourth violation and subsequent violations, a $100.00 fine will be issued.    

FINES WILL BE DOUBLED FOR SPEEDING AND RUNING STOP SIGNS.
