 Background on the Gospel Reading 

Jesus’ public ministry begins after his 
baptism by John the Baptist and after 
his retreat to the desert where he was 
tempted by the devil. When Jesus 
returns from the desert, he hears that 
John has been arrested. 

Today’s Gospel places Jesus’ ministry in 
the context of the writings of the 
prophet, Isaiah. Matthew wants to show 
that Jesus is the fulfillment of the 
prophecies given to the people of Israel, 
and he refers to Isaiah to do so.  When 
Jesus begins to preach in Galilee, 
Matthew points to his ministry as a 
fulfillment of Isaiah’s prophecy, proof 
that Jesus is the Messiah. 

When Jesus called his first disciples, the 
Gospel tells us that the fishermen (Peter 
and Andrew, James and John) dropped 
everything to follow Jesus immediately. 
Yet this Gospel tells us little about the 
prior experience that the fishermen had 
of Jesus. Did they know him? Had they 
heard him preach? What kind of person 
must Jesus have been to invoke such a 
response?  

Jesus inaugurates the Kingdom of God 
with his work. He teaches in the 
synagogue and preaches the kingdom. 
His ability to cure people’s diseases and 
illness is a sign of the kingdom. In Jesus’ 
ministry, we already begin to see the 
Kingdom of God among us.
