Unfortunately she has had reoccurrence
several 9mes (this is the third). Now 10 years
old, Hailey has “rung the bell” twice signifying
the end of her treatment and hope is that the
third 9me is not far off. She has tumors on the
op9cal nerve and spinal column but there is
no disability at this 9me.
