Workshop Policies & Procedures
School & Studio-Based Art Workshops
These policies are designed to ensure our workshops run smoothly, on time, and with the best possible experience for students and staff. By booking a workshop with us, schools and teachers agree to the following terms.
 PLEASE NOTE: Minimum Head Count
Our workshops require a minimum head count of 15 students. If fewer than 15 students attend, the workshop will still be charged at the minimum head count rate. Alternatively, schools are welcome to combine their booking with another scheduled class to meet the minimum requirement.
1. Workshop Timing & Breaks
· All workshops run straight through for their full scheduled duration.
· There are no breaks during workshops for snacks, nutrition breaks, recess, or lunch.
· If a workshop is booked during a time that normally includes a class break, the school must adjust its schedule so the break occurs after the workshop has concluded.
· If students are booked for the clay/sculpt workshop there will be a 15min duration that our instructors will need to cleanup/setup from the clay making to the painting. This will require students to wash hands therefore allowing the class to have a 15 min window to have a quick snack if possible and time permits.
2. Teacher Supervision & Duties
· The classroom teacher (or another teacher/supervisor) is required to remain present for the entire duration of the workshop.
· If a teacher has other responsibilities (e.g. recess or yard duty) that conflict with the workshop time, it is the teacher’s responsibility to:
· Arrange alternative supervision through school administration, or
· Reschedule the workshop time.
· Our workshop staff cannot supervise students independently or pause the session due to staff absences.
3. Multiple Classes Booked on the Same Day
· When two or more classes are booked on the same day or week, we strongly request that:
· Classes be combined into one larger group, and
· The workshop be held in a communal space such as a gym, or library.
· This helps maintain timing, setup efficiency, and workshop flow.


If Classes Cannot Be Combined:
· Workshops may be held in individual classrooms.
· Our staff does not take lunch breaks between sessions and will move promptly from one space to the next to set up. (Setup/Cleanup time approx is ½ hr) our staff will use their setup/cleanup time for any personal use time as needed. 
· Please be mindful of nutrition and recess breaks:
· If workshops fall over these times, we ask that classes be combined where possible to keep the day running smoothly.
· Delays caused by breaks may impact subsequent sessions.
4. Studio-Based Workshops (At Our Art Studio)
· All artwork created during studio workshops must be taken home on the same day.
· We do not offer:
· Delivery of artwork
· Storage of completed pieces
· Boxes, packaging, or carrying materials
· If your group is walking or using public transport, please ensure:
· A designated adult is available to help transport artwork safely.
· Once the workshop ends, responsibility for the artwork transfers to the school or participants.
5. General Expectations
· Workshops begin and end at the scheduled times.
· Late starts or interruptions may result in reduced workshop content.
· These policies are in place to ensure fairness, safety, and a high-quality experience for all participants. We want to ensure the highest level of art instruction always in a fun and safe environment.
