Weight Classes: Will be determined after registration is complete. Our goal is to discourage wrestlers
cutting weight to make a particular weight class. No wrestler will be paired with a wrestler more than 12%
heavier without parental/coach permission. Note that the 12% guideline is impossible to apply precisely
to heavyweight classes in most cases. Wrestlers must be within one pound of the weight you register at
(though it is always ok to weigh less than the registered weight).

Individual Awards: Champions of the Youth Open Divisions (lI-IV) will receive a 24 inch Championship
Duffle Bag. Medals for 2nd and 3rd place finishers, and for all top three place finishers in the Rookie and
Middle School Divisions.

Entry Fee: $35. All wrestlers must register online, no walk up or same day registration. Register at
www.ohiogquest.com. Registration closes on Thursday, Jan 1st at 10:00 p.m.

Rules: All matches will be three periods with choice of position for the second and third period.
Overtime will be a single one minute period, followed by a single :30 ride out period if needed.

Concessions: Will be available all day, including a full breakfast.
