The Eyes of an Owl

1. Owls do not have eyeballs. Instead, they have eye tubes which go far back
into their skulls.

2. Owls cannot move their eyes. They do however have the ability to rotate
their necks 270 degrees to see things not directly in front of them.

3. Owls have huge eyes which allows lots of light to come in. This is why they
have such great night vision.

4. Owls only see in black and white.

5. Owls have 3 eyelids. The upper is used for blinking, the lower for sleeping

and the horizontal one for cleaning and protecting the eye.
