Sea Turtles are Serious Travelers!

Sea Turtles can live to be over 100 years old and
will travel thousands of miles during their lifetime!

They have a mineral called Magnetite in their
brains that gives them the ability to use the
Magnetic Fields of the Earth to navigate. That
means they know exactly where they are and even
have the ability to return to the beach where they
were born! More on that below.
