I got to share my opinion on this!

Once my son was playing doubles in a L3 national. He and his partner lost track of the game score. It was 15-15. However, my son moves to the ad side to serve. One of the players on the other team realized the mistake and was going to say something about it. But, his partner urged him to keep quiet. Then he asked deceitfully: “Is 15-30, right?” Yes, was the answer and they kept playing…

In almost two decades of watching junior tennis, I have seen this several times.

I have heard what some people think about it: “It is the fault of the one who forgets the score”. “He is giving the other player a chance to cheat”.
I have a huge problem with these statements.

Whose fault is it when it comes to creating the situation is a lot less important than what is hiding under the surface. 
These are all junior players, all of them between the ages of 12 and 18.   What would I do if I see my 14 year old son intentionally tricking a player into believing the score is what he knows it is not? I immediately will pull him out of the court simply because I do not want him to grow up to be a cheater, a fraud, a con artist. 
Tennis is a sport of LADIES and GENTLEMEN. It is the sport our sons and daughters have chosen to practice. The least we can do for their success in the sport is at least to teach them how to be LADIES and GENTLEMEN.

And don’t get me wrong, I have also seen the opposite: a player correcting the server for saying a wrong (and unfavorable) score. And I have seen those “correcting” players coming from behind and win the game, the set and the match. It is a wonderful thing to watch.
