If you are one of those parents who think your son is too short to play with the big boys, snap out of it!

There are two “short” players ranked in the top 100 in the world: Diego Schwartzman of Argentina and Kei Nishikori of Japan. Diego is 5’-7” tall and Kei 5’-10”. They are ranked 26 and 22 in the world respectively. 

You can say whatever you want but of the top 100 in the world, Diego is better than 74 “giants”. Kei ranks better than 78 of the best and tallest in the world.
Even though 98 players are taller than Diego and Kei, only 25 in Diego’s case and 21 in Kei’s case managed to have better ranking.

So, snap out of it!!
