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I AM the Temple of the Living God i  

“Made without hands!” ii  

This essay is a paradigm shift in thinking,iii that will enable you, the initiate, to 
progress to his or her full potential as a self-existing being,iv to walk on water, heal 
the sick, the crippled, the deaf, the dumb, the blind, and do all that Christ did and 
more. v  
 

“Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do 
shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go 
unto my Father.” 
 
(New Testament | John 14:12) 

 
The focus of this scripture is on the words, “He that believeth on me,” vi which 
phrase spiritually guides you to “Christ in you.” Unravel that mystery vii and you 
will be a little closer in understanding what our Father and Christ want us to think 
and become inwardly. Our thoughts always proceed our actions.  

Therefore, “He that believeth on me” is to experience “Christ in you,” and it is 
discovered by immersing ourselves into our “Holy” Spirit, becoming one with the 
divine in us and realizing that the truth is always found when sacrificing [letting go 
of] all our fallen and carnal nature!  That would be a noble path to follow! We call 
that path repentance and forgiveness!  It may take a lidoable, for some and for 
others beyond the veil to remove all the weeds [false beliefs and the lusts of the 
flesh] that have grown and flourished in our personal garden of delights, but it is 
possible, it is doable and the quickest way is through “sacrifice” [physically letting 
go of the lusts of the flesh] through “obedience” viii to the greater or higher law of 
agape love.ix Developing “unconditional love” is to be no respecter of persons 
[without ego judgment], and without prejudice.  When one begins this journey the 
false beliefs we have been indoctrinated in and the lusts of the flesh will 
automatically begin to fall away as we make room for “unconditional love” to fill 
every cell and atom of our mind, heart and soul. 

If you don’t understand unconditional love, that is ok, we are here to learn and 
become. To visualize “Christ in you” is to believe in the higher power of your 
divine potential as a self-existing being, by becoming as Father and Christ!  This is 
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essential in becoming like Them. After all, he did say to be perfect, and that 
perfection must start with our own ability to love, have mercy [forgive and repent], 
be honest, and virtuous in our thoughts and deeds. In doing this we become the 
“mystery” with Christ and Father.  

43 “¶ Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, 
and hate thine enemy. 
44 But I say unto you, Love [unconditional love] your enemies, bless them 
that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which 
despitefully use you, and persecute you; [look for and visualize the divine 
potential in others, condemn the sin but not the person] 
45 That ye may be the children of your Father which is in heaven: for he 
maketh his sun to rise on the evil and on the good, and sendeth rain on the 
just and on the unjust. 
46 For if ye love them which love you, what reward have ye?  do not even 
the publicans the same? 
47 And if ye salute your brethren only, what do ye more than others?  do not 
even the publicans so? (New Testament | Matthew 5:43 - 48). 
50 Ye are therefore commanded to be perfect, [in unconditional love, 
virtue, and honesty] even as your Father who is in heaven is perfect [in 
unconditional love, virtue, and honesty].”  (Inspired Version | Matthew 5:50) 

 
We can and should seek perfection in unconditional love, virtue, and honesty. It is 
doable here and now, not tomorrow or next year but in this moment! “Plant the 
seed!” x Try the experiment! This is the higher law, the “spirit of the law” that can 
be lived by anyone from any race, or religion, if we so choose it!   This is pure 
undefiled religion: xi to live in the moment of unconditional love, honesty and 
virtue, this is the “key” into Fathers presence, and into Christ presence, by living 
in the moment, in your own soul, with god/God! 
 
We should always be aware of other’s “conditional” journey to salvation [many 
believe that the letter of the law saves, and it doesxii]. We all sometimes get caught 
up in “conditional” salvation [the letter of the law] and must learn to see it and 
understand it for what it is and learn to let it be, so we don’t condemn or damn 
others or ourselves in the process. When we learn to experiment [practice] and 
really live in the moment of unconditional love, honesty, and virtue without 
ridiculing judgment of ourselves or others, a beautiful spiritual experience begins 
to happen within.  We begin to see as God sees, through the lens of “divine 
nature”xiii, through real unconditional love, honesty, and virtue/morality. God’s 
morality is not man’s twisted view of LGBTQ lifestyles or believing in polygamy, 
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past, present, or future.  We will see ourselves drawing closer to Christ and Father, 
in this moment, if we live in the true nature and character of “Christ in you.” And 
continue in this “moment by moment” thinking.  This is entering into the “true 
temple” of the living God, the only temple “made without hands,” where Father 
and Christ are found in its fullness and where the veil disappears, and we enter 
the true “holy of holies” within ourselves and see THEM face to face!xiv  
 
This essay is created to help open our minds to the perspective of a Spiritual 
Restoration which the Prophet Joseph Smith, xv tried to get us to see.  The 
Spiritual Restoration is Lectures on Faith xvi [Immersing ourselves into charity, 
Moroni 7: 45-48; 1 Corinthians13]. The Physical Restoration is the brick and 
mortar, the laying on of hands, the “letter of the law” xvii which should point us into 
living in the Spiritual Restoration moment!  The pure gospel of Christ is a 
Spiritual Restoration, and it is going on right now and has been since the days of 
Adam and Eve, gathering those of all denominations, races, and peoples who are 
truly “born again” xviii or “born of God” xix in holiness of character, for Father and 
Christ are no respecter of personsxx but of a divine and holy character only! Now, 
this has been going on forever and will continue into eternity, because the 
principles of love, honesty and virtue are the truth that is innately inherent in each 
of us! It is everyone’s birthright and inheritance! 

To become a member of the Spiritual Restoration is to follow the unconditional 
love narrative found in the scriptures presented in this essay, including Lectures on 
Faith [If you don’t read them, you will not know who you are, nor who your 
neighbor really is]. By so doing you will spiritually become part of the Church of 
the Firstborn, xxi also known as the Church of the Lamb of God xxii and is 
revealed to those who become “one” xxiii with the Father and Christ. Never forget 
who you are and who your neighbor is. I AM the “temple of the living God,” 
“made without hands!” xxiv 

"God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of 
heaven and earth, dwelleth NOT in temples made with hands; 

Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though he needed any thing, 
seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things" 

(New Testament | Acts 17:24 - 25)  
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If Christ does NOT dwell in temples “made with hands,” as this scripture 
points out, where does he dwell?  “CHRIST IN YOU” if you let him in this 
moment and keep him there! This is the promise and covenant to all who 
enter this “holy place!”

18 Let no man beguile you of your reward in a voluntary humility and worshipping 
of angels, intruding into those things which he hath not seen, vainly puffed up by 
his fleshly mind, 
19 And not holding the Head, from which all the body by joints and bands having 
nourishment ministered, and knit together, increaseth with the increase of God. 
20 Wherefore if ye be dead with Christ from the rudiments of the world, why, as 
though living in the world, are ye subject to ordinances, 
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[that] 21 (Touch not; taste not; handle not; 
22 Which all are to perish with the using;) after the commandments and doctrines 
of men? 
23 Which things have indeed a shew of wisdom in will worship, and humility, and 
neglecting of the body; not in any honour to the satisfying of the flesh.” 
(New Testament | Colossians 2:9 - 23) 
 
 
iii  [Repeat the title of this essay several times throughout every day] Live in the 
moment.  
 
iv  Joseph Smith said:  “I am dwelling on the immutability of the spirit of man, is it 
logic to say the spirit of man had a beginning & yet had no end, it does not have a 
beginning or end, my ring is like the existence of man it has no beginning or end, if 
cut into their would be a beginning & end, so with man if it had a beginning it will 
have an end, if I am right I might say God never had power to create the spirit of 
man, God himself could not create himself. Intelligence is Eternal & it is self-
existing.”

42 And because of your diligence and your faith and your patience with the word 
in nourishing it, that it may take root in you, behold, by and by ye shall pluck the 
fruit thereof, which is most precious, which is sweet above all that is sweet, and 
which is white above all that is white, yea, and pure above all that is pure; and ye 
shall feast upon this fruit even until ye are filled, that ye hunger not, neither shall 
ye thirst. 
43 Then, my brethren, ye shall reap the rewards of your faith, and your diligence, 
and patience, and long-suffering, waiting for the tree to bring forth fruit unto you.”

You are the seed and the tree and the fruit! Ponder that mystery! What is your 
moment by moment fruit going to be?

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12 While I was with them in the world, I kept them in thy name: those that thou 
gavest me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the 
scripture might be fulfilled. 
13 And now come I to thee; and these things I speak in the world, that they might 
have my joy fulfilled in themselves. 
14 I have given them thy word; and the world hath hated them, because they are 
not of the world, even as I am not of the world. 
15 I pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou shouldest 
keep them from the evil. 
16 They are not of the world, even as I am not of the world. 
17 Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. 
18 As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent them into the 
world. 
19 And for their sakes I sanctify myself, that they also might be sanctified 
through the truth. 
20 Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me 
through their word; 
21 That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they 
also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me. 
22 And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they may be one, 
even as we are one: 
23 I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; and that the 
world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved 
me. 
24 Father, I will that they also, whom thou hast given me, be with me where I am; 
that they may behold my glory, which thou hast given me: for thou lovedst me 
before the foundation of the world. 
25 O righteous Father, the world hath not known thee: but I have known thee, and 
these have known that thou hast sent me. 
26 And I have declared unto them thy name, and will declare it: that the love 
wherewith thou hast loved me may be in them, and I in them.” 
(New Testament | John 17:1 - 26) 
 
 
xxiv We heard him say, I will destroy this temple that is made with hands, and 
within three days I will build another made without hands. (New Testament | Mark
