Open
spaces between panels or voids of 3mm (1/8”) or more should be pre-filled
with compound at least 24 hours prior to first coat work. Hamilton Drywall
Products Ultra-Fill or Smooth Set Lites are recommended for larger fills.

In a clean container mix mechanically to a smooth, creamy consistency, adding
more water as required. Add water in 125 ml (1/2 cup) increments to avoid
over thinning.
