STUDY SESSION 

Consumer Guide Revision:  Monica described the work of the Communications Committee consisting of herself as Chair, Kim, Rick, and Nickie.  The current version is 36 pages; 100 copies were printed in 2021.  The revison is estimated to be 47 pages. Some of the material has been moved to appendices to enhance readability yet offer necessary depth.  Marge Kemp-Williams offered to review the document.  Limited numbers of printed copies are planned to be distributed to Offices on Aging.  The digital version will be marketed to financial planners, elder lawyers, and senior centers in addition to being available on the WACCRA website.  Direct marketing through Amazon is deemed to be difficult with needing to pay state sales tax.
Succession Planning: In addition to needing additional board members, a Membership Outreach Coordinator who is a board member is needed.  Liaisons are needed at Horizon House, Emerald Heights, and Mirabella.  Jay Reich (Mirabella) has joined the Legislative Committee.

Committee Reports

Legislation: The 2026 Legislative Session will be from January 12 until March 12 unless it is extended.  WACCRA’s two objectives of the 2026 legislative agenda are: 1) Clarify registration requirements for CCRCs with enforcement even if organizations call themselves by other terms, such as Life Plan Communities.  2) Require periodic actuarial reviews to be paid by the CCRC.  Neither objective has a cost for the state associated with it.  Representative Nicole Macri’s staff is drafting a bill for the next session.  Kip mentioned that Lisa Callan, Chair of the Appropriations Committee, is also very interested in CCRCs and has spent time at Timber Ridge.
Representative Shaun Scott of the 43rd Legislative District and his assistant planned a “CCRC Day” to learn more about CCRCs.  They were very impressed by the large number of handwritten letters (over 200) received from Mirabella. Their visit on December 11 was supposed to include Parkshore, but that could not be scheduled.  So they began at Skyline where Rick reported that they met with residents for about an hour.  Nickie reported that they next went to Mirabella where they first met briefly with Ky Moody, Executive Director, and Ruth Benfield, Resident Board member.  Then they had lunch with ten Mirabella residents including Mary Baroni who coordinated the event.  Residents shared why they chose to live at a CCRC (Mirabella) and what their concerns are.  Many focused on the lack of protection of their entrance fees.  The visitors stayed at Mirabella for about two hours.

Membership:  Kip reported that WACCRA has more members than ever before.  He mentioned WACCRA’s new Liaison, Marge Kemp-Williams, at Bayview.  

Communications:  The committee report was included in the Study Session.

Senior Lobby:  Barb Williams shared her slides for her presentation to Senior Lobby on December 15.

The next board meeting is scheduled for Friday, January 9, 2026, 10:00-12:00 by Zoom.  The Board Meeting was adjourned at 11:25.
