collection of subtropical plants from around the world. He was the Director
of Horticulture for the American Orchid Society Botanical Garden when the
AOS orchid collection was in Delray Beach and Lead Horticulturist at the
International Polo Club in Wellington.

Born and raised in Ann Arbor, Michigan, he has been a plant grower,
collector, and gardener since early childhood. Pursuing a long-standing
interest in rare and tropical plants, including orchids, aroids, and
epiphytes, he earned his B.S. in Botany and Plant Pathology from
Michigan State University (2001). Before moving to Florida, Nick moved
to California from Michigan so that he could grow these tropical plants
outdoors.
