« Plenty of water is important to produce strong pseudobulbs.
» Sensitive to salt accumulation in the medium.

» Never be allowed to dry out.

% Orchidist's Word of the Month from the AOS
% Coryanthes (ko-ree-AN-theez) A genus of 44 species of epiphytes with extraordinary flowers
from the American tropics commonly called bucket orchids, related to Stanhopea and Gongora,
it was described by Hooker in 1831, the name derived from the Greek meaning "helmet flower"
in reference to the helmet-shaped epichile of the lip.
* If you hear a term during a presentation and don’t know the meaning, you can get your answers

in this Orchidist's Glossary.
