Grumman developed the S2F-1 Tracker, or “Stoof” (S-Two-F), in the early
1950’s. It was the world’s first premier submarine hunter. The Stoof
carried a crew of 4 and was able to search hundreds of miles ocean while on
patrol, allowing American carrier groups to reach their destination without

harass-ment from Soviet submarines.

Sadly, the museum cannot continue
to pay for storage and plans to scrap the aircraft this fall.
