3. Misdiagnoses by mental health professionals
Please limit your statement to one page, (the second page of this document) and limit your testimony to only the subjects below:
· Stalking and or surveillance by multiple persons on foot or in vehicles. 
· Use of electronic devices by perpetrators. 
· Online bullying by more than one perpetrator. 
· Electronic hacking and intercepting of communications. 
· Road bullying. 
· False criminal charges. 
· Home and automobile break-ins. 
Torture and murder of pets. 
· Loved ones being stalked and harassed.
The deadline to submit your statement is September 10, 2019. Please submit to constance@bayareasupport.org
Guidelines: 
Do not say the government is involved. 
Do not say that it is mysterious or scary. 
Do not mention “cabal”, “secret societies”
Do not say the perpetrators are unknown or that you don’t know why they do this. (we say: this is what the powerful do to powerless)
Do not use data points, stories, etc. from other TI websites or sources. 
Do not mention timelines, simply explain what is or has happened
We reserve the right to edit grammar and sentence structure if necessary. If actual content seems to need editing, we will contact you with proposed changes.
Many thanks in advance to all who choose to participate. Our proposal will be submitted to the senator’s District Supervisor. We will keep you posted on the outcomes of our efforts.
