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Summary of the Law

who for us men and for our salvation came down from 
heaven, and was incarnate by the Holy Ghost of the Virgin 
Mary, and was made man, and was crucified also for us 
under Pontius Pilate. He suffered and was buried, and the 
third day he rose again according to the Scriptures, and 
ascended into heaven, and sitteth on the right hand of the 
Father. 
 

And he shall come again with glory to judge both the quick 
and the dead: whose kingdom shall have no end. 
 

And I believe in the Holy Ghost, the Lord and giver of life, 
who proceedeth from the Father and the Son, who with 
the Father and the Son together is worshipped and 
glorified, who spake by the prophets. 
 

And I believe one catholic and apostolic Church. I 
acknowledge one baptism for the remission of sins.

Act of Spiritual Communion 
 

Give thanks for the saving death and resurrection of Jesus and ask 
him to be with you now. 

 
Due to the COVID-19 pandemic it is not possible for us to physically gather and receive 
communion together.  Spend time looking at the Holy Sacrament in awe and wonder that 
God became human in Jesus and is present with us in the bread and wine of the Eucharist.  
Spiritual Communion is the conscious willing and desire to be in sacramental relationship 
with our Lord when receiving the bread and wine of the Eucharist is not possible. 
 

You may wish to pray the following prayer: 
 

Thanks be to you, Lord Jesus Christ, for all the benefits you have 
given me, for all the pains and insults you have borne for me. Since 
I cannot now receive you sacramentally, I ask you to come 
spiritually into my heart. O most merciful redeemer, friend and 
brother, may I know you more clearly, love you more dearly, and 
follow you more nearly, day by day.

thee, O Father almighty, world without end.
