5. TeamSnapOne
· TeamSnapOne is an integral part of running a successful team - please update player availability 24 hours prior to games (as much as possible).  You will receive all team communication and schedule changes through TeamSnap One.

6. Volunteer Roles
· Fury is continuing with the Volunteer Bond this season.  Every family is required to fill a volunteer position on the team in order to receive their $200 back at the end of the season.
· There are so many ways you can volunteer on the team, so there will be lots of opportunities!! 
· Some of the roles we need filled this season are
· Tournament Coordinator - this will be for any away tournaments we go to.  You will be the team rep and look after booking team hotel blocks, conference rooms, liquor license and booking team lunches/dinners or whatever else is needed.  Amanda Normandeau has volunteered for this role, however we will need someone to be our Fury Classic team rep as well.
· Team Treasurer-will set bank account and team budget, collect team funds, pay for tournament and other team expenses. 
· Fundraising Coordinator - someone to organize fundraising for the team like a bottle drive, raffle, selling items, etc.  We will use this money for practices at the field house, tournaments, team bonding, additional resources (pitching, hitting), etc.  All teams also have to pay a minimum $50 to cover extra expenses such as umpires, so we will be starting the season with a $200 cash call.  Funds can be sent to the team bank account as soon as it is set up.  This is easily a 2 person role.
· Score Keeping and Game Changer - It’s always nice to have a couple of consistent score keepers to keep score at every game and a couple of people to run game changer at every game.  Please see me if you are interested.
· Field Prep - for home games (not played at On Deck) we will need two people to set up the diamonds for game play.  This will free the coaches up to start warming up with the girls right away.
· Umpires - we will need an umpire for any home games that CMSA does not assign us one.  We can also choose to hire an ump on our own if the team would rather, but they are few and far between and in high demand!
· Apparel Coordinator - someone needed to work with approved apparel vendor, size girls and coaches and place orders
· Social Coordinator - someone to plan some fun social events for the girls outside of ball.
