Welcome 

 

  3 weeks With fertilization, all human chromosomes are present 
and unique human life begins. By day 22, the heart 
begins to beat with the child’s own blood. The back-
bone, spinal column and nervous system are forming. 

  4 weeks Over the next six weeks, all of the baby’s organs will 
begin to develop and some will start to function. The 
baby is now ten thousand times the size of the ferti-
lized egg. 

  5 weeks The baby’s entire body is now about the size of a sesa-
me seed. Eyes, legs, and hands begin to develop. 

  6 weeks Facial features (like eyes and nostrils) are beginning to 
form, and little buds appear where arms and legs will 
develop. Brain waves are detectable. 

  8 weeks Arms and legs are growing, and your baby now has 
little fingers as well as a nose and upper lip. The baby 
is moving although the mother won’t feel it. All the 
organs are in place and fingerprints begin to form. 
Now the baby can hear.. 

  9 weeks Eyes have developed though the eyelids are fued shut 
for now. Teeth begin to form and fingernails develop. 
The baby is kicking and swimming. 

  10 weeks The baby’s vital organs such as kidneys, intestines, 
brain, and liver are starting to function. The baby can 
turn his head, frown and hiccup. The baby can grasp 
objects placed in its hand. 

  11 weeks The baby is almost fully formed. Bones are beginning 
to harden, genitalia are developing. The baby can hic-
cup.  

  12 weeks All the parts necessary to experience pain are present 
including nerves,  spinal cord, and thalmus. Vocal 
cords are complete and the baby can suck its thumb.
