We thought we would include one of our Hexie Club Mem-
bers beautiful piece of work. Hexie Club is not only about
us uploading photos and telling you what we, at TQR is do-
ing. It's about sharing hints and tips, stitches and complet-
ed works, be it ours or yours. We all love our craft.
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Frequently (sked Questions: How does one know, you are buying a good quality fabric?

If you see the print through the fabric, one will know it has been printed through and not just printed on
the surface. Surface prints fade quickly.

With a good quality fabric you should be able to put it against your mouth and breathe through it. If not,
you are probably working with a cotton sateen. With cotton sateen, the needle actually breaks the fibres

instead of stitching between them.

These days a lot of patchwork fabrics are coming through with little or no sizing (or stiffness). “Crisp”, is a
great fabric stiffener (starch) which can be used to add body and strength to the fabric. This is available at
most supermarkets. We recommend using fabric starch on fabrics prior to cutting.
