Rules

1- This tournament will abide by the Rules & Regulations of the USBC. 
2- This will be a handicap tournament. Handicap will be set at 90% of a 230 base. 
3- There will be three (3) average divisions for handicap and scratch events: 

. 

4- Scholarship Awards will be issued from the expense monies. Awards for each handicap division will be based on a 1:8 ratio or the major
fraction thereof with a maximum of 3 places and a minimum of 2 places. 1st place in Singles Scratch by Division will be awarded. 
5- The higest current average, in any sanctioned league, as of Saturday, October 25, 2025, based on a minimum of three (3) complete league
sessions bowled, will be used. If a bowler does not have three (3) leagues sessions as of Saturday October 25th, they may use their highest 
current average, in any sanctioned league, provided they provide a current league standing sheet, including all games bowled up to October 25th. 
All other bowlers will bowl scratch in the highest average division. 
6- All entry forms must be completed properly and in their entirety. . If emailed checks/fees should be
mailed. Choices for Squads will not be guaranteed until payment is recieved. Checks failing to clear on the 1st deposit will be returned and must 
then be resubmitted in the form of a cashier's check or money order with a $35 surcharge added. Entries failling into this category will not be 
considered until their resubmitted fees are recieved. 
7- Tournament Directors for the 2025 Upstate SC Youth Open Scholarship Tournament is Christina (Chrissy) Conway and co-director Kristina 
Catoe. Email address for the Tournament Director is 
8- Multiple entries will be allowed in TEAM, DOUBLES, and SINGLES events. No more than two (2) bowlers from a previous team may enter 
together on another team. Doubles partners must differ for reentry. SINGLES re-entry is only allowed with a Doubles Re-Entry. (In other words 
inorder to bowl singles for a 2nd time you must all so bowl Doubles. All-Events scores will be computed based on the HIGHEST score in each 
event. Singles placement will be determined based on the HIGHEST singles set should a bowler bowl a 2nd time. 
9- Entry DEADLINE (postmark date) is 

Entry not considered vailid until payment recieved.
10- Tournament open ot ALL sancationed youth bowlers. Any youth bowler wishing to participate that is not a USBC member, may purchase a  
USBC membership on bowl.com prior to the tournament if they qualify under USBC Youth Rules.

12- All bowlers must wear suitable attire at the discreation of the Tournament Director or the designated representative. Those violating this rule will 
be required to change into appropriate clothing or will not be allowed to bowl. Suitable attire is defined as clean clothes without holes, shorts and 
skirts must be longer than the bowlers fingertips when standing with arms hanging naturally at their sides, midriffs must be covered (during the act of 
bowling), and pants must be worn at the natural waistline. Clothing or towels with foul language, gestures, gambling, illegal substance, tobacco, vapor,
or alcohol is prohibited. Crop tops or tank tops are not promitted. Athletes are not allowed to use any tobacco or vapor products at the tournament site. 
Smoking or use of vapor products for guest is only promitted outside the bowling center. Athletes and spectators are not allowed to use foul language
at any time during competition and will be subject to disqualification and ask to leave bowling center. 
13- Final decisions at the discreation of Tournament Director and Co-Director with Tournament Director having final say in any matter not covered above,

: Please give 1st and 2nd choices for both Team and Doubles/Singles. Please make sure you put your squad times on the entry form.
You can bowl both events on the same day or choose to bowl an event on both days.
