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Truths found in God’s Word lead us to the gift of saving grace God offers and Jesus made
possible through His death and resurrection.
--> Are you seeking God? Do you know Jesus? You can meet them both right here, right now.

WHO GOD IS

God made everything including you. He is the creator. God is holy, loving, and perfect. God loves
you and wants to have a relationship with you. He is preparing a place in heaven for His children so
that one day they can be with Him there.

John 3:16a “For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son.”
--> But there is one thing that can never be in heaven. That is sin.

PROBLEM/NEED

Sin is anything that does not please God, the wrong things we do. We are born with a “want to” to
do wrong things. The Bible says sin must be punished. The punishment is to be separated from God
forever.

Romans 3:23 “For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.”
--> But God has a wonderful plan so you and | do not have to be punished for our sins.

SOLUTION/WAY

Jesus Christ, the perfect Son of God, never did anything wrong. He never sinned. He willingly took
your punishment on Himself when He died on the cross. He loves you that much! He shed His
blood and died, but on the third day He rose again. Now He is in heaven with God.
1 Corinthians 15:3,4 “That Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures, that He was
buried, that He was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures.”
--> And now because of what the Lord Jesus did for you, you can have your sins forgiven.

CLAIM IT

Would you like to trust Jesus right now to forgive you from your sin? 1 John 1:9 says, “If we confess
our sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and cleanse us from all
unrighteousness.” You can talk to God right where you are and admit that you have done wrong
things, ask Him to forgive you and tell Him of your desire to follow and trust Him.
Romans 10:13 “For everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”
John 1:12 “Yet to all who receive Him, to those who believe in His name, He gave the right to
become children of God.” (Jesus will be with you always.)
--> When you become God'’s child, you have the promise of spending eternity with Him in heaven.
