Registration for LATA Mixed Doubles League is open in TennisLink and will close midnight April 19, 2026. 

League fee is $24 per player plus a $3.15 user fee for TennisLink.

Once a player registers on TennisLink, there are no refunds.
To create a team, Captain must complete the following steps by midnight, April 19, 2026:
1- Captain must FIRST Obtain home court approval directly from the facility prior to
   registering a team on TL. (A list of contacts for the public facilities is listed 
   below).  Please do not register your team on TL until you obtain approval.
2- Captain must make sure that their contact information is correct on their TennisLink

     Account.  This information is what shows in the Captain’s Report in TennisLink which

     is where all captains in your level will find your phone # and e-mail address to 

     contact you regarding your matches.  It is also the information I use to send you e-

     mails or contact you by phone.

3- Captain must send their contact info to provide captain’s email and phone contact 
     number in order to receive notices from your Level Coordinator.   Coordinator contact 

     info listed below.
4- Captain must Register the team in TL.  Detailed Instructions and facility codes 
    are listed below.  Please use codes as listed.
5- Captain must ensure there is a legal team roster on TL containing the minimum
     number of registered players (3 men and 3 women) by Sunday, April 19, 
    2026.  (A list of the Age Groups, levels and number of players required is listed 
    below)  If your team is not legal by this deadline, your team cannot be included in 
    the schedules and will be deleted. No extensions.  No refunds.
 NOTE:  Registration will shut down at midnight, Sunday, April 19 for
 scheduling.  Once schedules are complete and published, TL will be reopened for 
 players to register for existing teams until June 14th deadline.
COURT FEES:  Captains are required to pay court fees directly to the facility where they are playing if the facility requires court fees.  Check with the facility to see what the court fees are?  This fee covers your home matches and makeup matches

55 & Over* Mixed Doubles Play Day – Saturday at 9:30.  NOTE:  Match times may need to be staggered based on the number of teams and conflicting with the Tri-Level League playing during this time on Saturday morning.  

65 & Over* Mixed Doubles Play Day – Sunday at 6:00.  NOTE:  Teams may agree to play matches at a different time provided it is before the original scheduled match time, courts are available and the level coordinator is notified.  
NOTE:  Direct Advance for Singleton Teams in 55 & Over and 65 & Over  - Any level at the 55 & Over and 65 & Over Mixed Age Groups with a singleton team may advance directly to state but must meet the following Eligibility Requirements:

    (1)  Teams advancing directly to a State Championship must consist of 60% of players from South 

           Carolina.  A player’s residency will be determined by their address in TennisLink.

     (2)  Teams must consist of 51% of players from the Local Area.

The South Carolina Mixed Doubles League Program offers team competition for 18 & Over men and women with levels of 2.5, 3.0, 3.5, 4.0, 4.5 and 10.0 . All participants must reach 18 years of age prior to registering for their first local league match. 

The Mixed League also offers 40 & Over league team competition at the 2.5, 3.0, 3.5, 4.0 and 4.5  levels. All players must reach 40 years of age during the calendar year in which they play their first local league match. 

55 & Over and 65 & Over Mixed League play will be offered at the 3.0, 3.5 and 4.0 levels. The 4.5 level will also be offered in the 55 & Over division.  55 & Over players must reach 55 years of age during the calendar year and 65 & Over players must reach 65 years of age during the calendar year in which they play their first local league match

FORMAT: Three mixed doubles partnerships  - Minimum number of six (6) players per team. 

Players who do not have a rating on file in TennisLink shall self-rate in accordance with the National Tennis Rating Program (NTRP) Guidelines and complete the self-rating process on TennisLink when registering for a team. Failure to do so or omission of information regarding a player’s tennis history will subject the player, the captain, and/or others who condoned inaccurate self-rating to sanctions and disqualification.
  If only one team has signed up in your age division/NTRP level:

     • A team can be moved to another area to play if the other area agrees to accept 
     • A team can be moved to another age division to play if applicable 

     • Individual players can be moved to another team 

     • Individual player registrations can be held and used for Combo or Singles League 
        registration 

     • A credit can be issued 
A player may play at the same NTRP level in the same age division (18 & Over, 40 & Over, 55 & Over and 65 & Over) on teams in separate  Mixed Leagues in South Carolina during the same season. 
Example: A player may play on a 3.5 team in the 18 & Over age division in both LATA and CTL.  If a player advances on two teams in different Local Mixed Leagues at the same NTRP level, that player must choose which team he/she will play on at the State Championships.  NO scheduling accommodations will be made for conflicts.
During the South Carolina Mixed League Season, a player may play at different NTRP
levels in the 18 & Over, 40 & Over, 55 & Over and 65 & Over age divisions in the same Mixed League during the same season if qualified by age and NTRP criteria. 
Example: A player age 40 may play 3.0 and 3.5 in the 18 & Over and 40 & Over age divisions. A player 65 & Over may play 3.0 and 3.5 in the 18 & Over, 40 & Over, 55 & Over and 65 & Over age divisions.
All participants must be on the original roster and have played at least two matches locally (one default may count) in the Mixed 18 & Over division and the 40 & Over division in order to be eligible to compete at the Mixed Doubles State Championships.  A retired match shall count toward advancing for all players involved.

In the Mixed 55 & Over and 65 & Over divisions, for all levels playing locally, players must play at least one match (one default may count) in order to be eligible to compete at the Mixed Doubles State Championships.  A retired match shall count toward advancing for all players involved.

.  Singleton teams at 55 and 65 will not require local play and will be able to go straight to state. 
 Players who qualify for South Carolina Mixed Doubles State Championships may advance on multiple teams in the 18 & Over, 40 & Over, 55 & Over, and 65 & Over age divisions.  No accommodations for scheduling will be made at the Mixed State Championships.  It is the responsibility of the captain to make sure there are enough players on the team to cover players who may be playing on multiple teams at the State Championships.
Schedules will be published on TennisLink for you to download.  Your Level Coordinator will contact you when they are available.  
Please remember to enter scores immediately after match and have the captain that did not enter confirm (or dispute if necessary) in TennisLink.  Responsibility of WINNING CAPTAIN to enter scores.  (Either Captain may enter).  Any disputes must be made within 48 hours or TL will automatically confirm and entries will stand as entered.  Once dispute has been made on TennisLink, send match number and other details needed for correction to your Level Coordinator.
