2025 Singles League 

Team registration for 2025 LATA Singles League is open on TennisLink (TL) at http://national.usta.com and closes midnight Jul6 6, 2025.  Must have a minimum of 3 players registered by this date.

Steps Captains must complete by midnight July 6 to create a team:

1.  Captain must FIRST obtain home court approval directly from your facility PRIOR    

    to registering a team on TL.  

2.  Captain must make sure that their contact information is correct on their 

    TennisLink account.  This information is what shows in the Captain’s Report in 

    TennisLink which is where all captains in your level will find your phone # and e-

    mail address to contact you regarding your matches.  It is also the information 

    used to send you e-mails or contact you by text or phone.
3. Captain must register the team on TL and type your team code and home court 

    code (see code to use for your facility in list below) as part of your team
    name.  TL does not prompt you to enter these codes – you must type the codes
    into your team name (see instructions below)

4. Captain must ensure there is a legal team roster on TL containing the minimum 

   number of registered players by the July 6TH MIDNIGHT DEADLINE in order 

   to be included in the schedules.  Teams without minimum number of players 

   registered will be deleted.  NO REFUNDS!
Registration will reopen once schedules are published and additional players can register to

join existing teams until August 20,  2025 add-on deadline.
Players who do not have a rating on file in TennisLink shall self-rate in accordance with 

National Tennis Rating Program (NTRP) Guidelines and complete the self-rating process on 

TennisLink when registering for a team.  Failure to do so or omission of information 

regarding a player’s tennis history will subject the player, the captain, and/or others who 

condoned inaccurate self-rating to sanctions and disqualification.

Check with facility you wish to play out of and pay any court fees

*You must secure home courts for your team PRIOR to registering the team on TennisLink.  Do not assume that you can play at a certain facility – You must contact the facility and obtain approval and pay any court fees.

Captains of teams planning to play out of LCTC should contact Mike Wojtkowski at 957-7676 to obtain permission and pay court fees. 
Captains of teams planning to play out of the Cayce Tennis and Fitness Center should contact Brian Clary at 227-3030 to obtain permission and pay court fees. 
Captains of teams planning to play out of Saluda Shoals Park should contact Myles Gardiner at 213-1188 to obtain permission and pay court fees.
Captains of teams planning to play out of Melvin Park should contact Eric Funderburk at 345-8101 to obtain permission and pay court fees.

Play to begin July 26 – depending on number of teams and court availability
Play day will be Saturday Morning (some matches may be scheduled on Sunday due to court availability)

 *Once a player registers and pays fees on TennisLink, there will be NO REFUNDS of any fees 
paid.

All participants must be on the original roster and have played at least one match locally (one default may count) in the Singles League in order to be eligible to compete at the Singles League State Championships.  A retired match shall count toward advancing for all 
players involved.
If an area has 2 or more teams at a level, they must play locally.  The Champion of the league will advance to the state championships.  If an area only has 1 team, a Singleton team, they will be able to go Straight to State.

Eligibility for Straight to State Teams:

1) Teams advancing directly to a State Championship must consist of 60% of players from 

    South Carolina.  A player’s residency will be determined by their address in TennisLink.

2) Teams must consist of 51% of players from the Local Area.
Singles League State Championship December 5-7, 2025 in Greenwood, SC.
IMPORTANT:  It is a captain’s responsibility to read the Rules available on the Lexington web.
