DEFENDANT’S MOTION TO PRODUCE VIDEO RECORDING

Petitioner, Gandy, respectfully moves this Court for an Order requiring the Government to produce a copy of video recording of interview relevant to this case.

I. INTRODUCTION

The Defendant seeks production of video recording of interview in the possession, custody, or control of the Government, including but not limited to body camera footage, dash camera recordings, surveillance video, or any other audiovisual recordings related to the investigation, arrest, detention, or alleged offense.

Such evidence is material to the preparation of the defense and is required to be disclosed under applicable law.

II. LEGAL AUTHORITY

Pursuant to Federal Rule of Criminal Procedure 16(a)(1)(E), upon request, the Government must permit the Defendant to inspect and copy items within its possession, custody, or control that are material to preparing the defense.

Additionally, under Brady v. Maryland, 373 U.S. 83 (1963), the Government is required to disclose evidence favorable to the accused that is material to guilt or punishment. Petitioner submits that video recordings may also contain impeachment evidence required to be disclosed under Giglio v. United States, 405 U.S. 150 (1972).

III. ARGUMENT

The requested video recordings are material to the Defendant’s case for the following reasons:

1. They may depict the events leading to the Defendant’s arrest or investigation; 

2. They may contradict or corroborate witness statements; 

3. They may reveal constitutional violations, including unlawful search, seizure, or interrogation; 

4. They are necessary for effective cross-examination. 

Without access to these recordings, the Defendant is unable to fully evaluate the evidence, prepare motions, or ensure a fair trial.

IV. REQUEST FOR PRODUCTION

Defendant respectfully requests that the Court order the Government to:

1. Produce copies of all video and audiovisual recordings related to this case; 

2. Identify any recordings that have been lost, destroyed, or are otherwise unavailable; 

3. Produce the recordings in a reasonably accessible electronic format. 

A leading Fifth Circuit case recognizing the government’s continuing duty to disclose exculpatory evidence—even after trial is United States v. Auten, 632 F.2d 478 (5th Cir. 1980) 

The Fifth Circuit held that the prosecution’s obligations under Brady v. Maryland are not limited to pretrial or trial, but can extend post-trial, particularly when the government learns of exculpatory evidence that could affect the validity of the conviction.

Petitioner submits that the government has a continuing duty to disclose evidence favorable to the accused. This duty applies when evidence is discovered after conviction, and the evidence is material to guilt or punishment. Petitioner submits that it matters because it Supports motions for new trial (Rule 33) and supports post-conviction relief (e.g., § 2255) and it establishes that Brady is an ongoing constitutional obligation, not a one-time disclosure duty.
V. CONCLUSION

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Defendant respectfully requests that this Court grant this Motion and order the Government to produce the requested video recordings.
