The Dan system is a comprehensive evaluation of
the martial arts level of martial arts practitioners based on their years of
experience in traditional martial arts training and martial arts activities,
mastery of martial arts technology and theoretical level, research results,
martial arts cultivation, and contributions to the development of martial
arts system.

" Chapter 2 - Dan System Level

1) Dan Ranking:The initial dan, middle dan, and high dan are set in order
from low to high:

Initial dan: Dan 1, Dan 2, Dan 3.

Middle dan: Dan 4, Dan 5, Dan 6.

High dan: Dan 7, Dan 8, Dan 9, Dan 10.

2) Honorary Dan Ranking:Honorary middle ranks: Honorary Dan 4,
Honorable Dan 5, Honorary Dan 6.

High honorary dans: Honorary Dan 7, Honorable Dan 8, Honorary Dan 9,
Honorary Dan 10.

IChapter 3 - Honorary Dan 10

The honorary Dan Dan is awarded to those who are engaged in and partici-
pate in traditional martial arts sports and voluntarily apply for promotion to
Dan. The Honorary Dan is awarded to those who have made certain and
significant contributions to society and the development of traditional
martial arts

Technical assessment at each level of the Dan-level standard

IChapter 4 - Ranking Standard in Summary
Dan1to3
The full score is 100, with 50 points accounting for technology, 50 points
accounting for theory, and 50 points for passing the test.
Dan4to 6
The full score is 100, with 50 points accounting for technology, 50 points
accounting for theory, and 60 points for passing the exam.
Dan 7 to 10
A perfect score of 100 is made up of 30 points for technology, 30 points for
theory, 40 points for social and martial arts contributions, and 70 points for
passing the test.

IChapter 5 - Ranking Standard in Details

(1) Initial Dan Ranking Standard ( Dan 1, Dan 2, Dan 3 )
1) Dan 1
Aged over 10 years old and have studied martial arts for more than 2
years. Observing martial arts ethics, martial arts etiquette, corresponding
routines, and achieving a score of 50 or above in technical and theoretical
assessments can apply for promotion to Dan 1.
2) Dan 2
Anyone who has obtained a martial arts qualification for more than 1
year, or is over 12 years old and has studied martial arts for more than 3
years. Those who abide by martial arts ethics, martial arts etiquette,
corresponding routines, and achieve a score of 50 or above in technical
and theoretical assessments can apply for promotion to Dan 2.
3)Dan 3
Anyone who has obtained the second degree for more than 1 year, or is
over 14 years old and has studied martial arts for more than 4 years. If
you abide by martial arts ethics and martial arts etiquette, accurately
master a boxing technique or an instrument of your choice, and the
corresponding routine, and achieve a score of 50 or above in the technical
and theoretical assessment, you can apply for promotion to Dan3.

(2) Middle Dan Ranking Standard ( Dan 4, Dan 5, Dan 6. )
1) Dan 4
Anyone who has obtained the third degree for more than 2 years, or is
over 18 years old and has studied martial arts for more than 6 years.
Those who pay attention to the cultivation of martial arts ethics, choose
a boxing technique or an instrument, and the corresponding routine, and
achieve a score of 60 or above in the technical and theoretical assessment,
can apply for promotion to Dan 4.
2) Dan 5
Anyone who has obtained the 4th Dan for more than 2 years, or is over
25 years old and has studied martial arts for more than 10 years. Paying
attention to the cultivation of martial arts, choosing a boxing skill or an
instrument, corresponding routines, technical and theoretical evaluation
scores of 60 points or above, you can apply for promotion to Dan 5.
3) Dan 6
Anyone who has obtained the Sth Dan for more than 2 years, or is over
35 years old and has studied martial arts for more than 15 years. Paying
attention to the cultivation of martial arts, choosing a boxing skill or an
instrument, corresponding routines, technical and theoretical evaluation
scores of 60 points or above, you can apply for promotion to Dan 6.

(3) High Dan Ranking standard ( Dan 7, Dan 8,Dan 9, Dan 10 )
(videos within five years will be accepted as the basis for evaluation)
1) Dan 7
Anyone who has obtained sixth-dan for more than 5 years, or is over 40
years old; has studied martial arts for more than 20 years, systematically
mastered the technical system and theoretical system of a certain
boxing type, and achieved certain achievements; the corresponding
routines, technical and theoretical evaluation scores are up to Those
with a score of 70 or above, who have made certain achievements in
martial arts work performance, martial arts theoretical research results
(publicly published works), etc., and who have excellent martial arts
ethics can apply for promotion to Dan 7.
2) Dan 8
Those who have obtained seventh-dan for more than 7 years, or are
over 45 years old; have studied martial arts for more than 25 years, are
proficient in the technical system and theoretical system of a certain
boxing type, and have achieved high achievements; the corresponding
routines, technical and theoretical evaluation scores are up to Those with
a score of 70 or above, who have made outstanding achievements in
martial arts work performance, martial arts theoretical research results
(publicly published works), etc., and who have excellent martial arts
ethics can apply for promotion to Dan 8.
3) Dan 9
Anyone who has obtained the Eighth Dan for more than 8 years, or is
over 50 years old, has studied martial arts for more than 30 years, is
proficient in the technical system and theoretical system of a certain

boxing type, and has made major achievements; the corresponding
routine, technical and theoretical evaluation score reaches 70 points
Those above who have made significant achievements in martial arts
work performance, martial arts theory research results (publicly
published works), etc., and who have made outstanding contributions to
the development of martial arts, and who have high martial ethics can
apply for promotion to Dan 9.

4) Dan 10

Anyone who has obtained Chinwoo for more than 9 years, or is over 60
years old, has studied martial arts for more than 40 years, is proficient
in the technical system and theoretical system of a certain boxing type,
and has made major achievements; the corresponding routine, technical
and theoretical evaluation scores are above 70 points Those who have
made significant achievements in martial arts work performance,
martial arts theoretical research results (publicly published works), etc.,
and have made outstanding contributions to the development of martial
arts, and who have high martial ethics can apply for promotion to the
Dan 10.

BChapter 6 - Ranking Standard : Honorary Dans

Criteria for honorary ranks Famous individuals who have made outstand-
ing contributions to the development of martial arts, or have achieved
outstanding results in martial arts competitions and theoretical research on
martial arts. After being recommended by the association’s head or direc-
tor, the application will be made step by step, and after review by the “Chin
Woo” Sports Association, the corresponding martial arts honorary rank
will be awarded.

Recommendation

Honorary middle rank ( Dans 4 to 6 ), need to be recommended by two
heads or directors) and honorary high rank ( Dans 7 to 10 ), need to be
recommended by three heads or directors).

Application for Ranking Assessment

Only passing the Assessment results is the main basis for promotion. The
test results are not up to standard. Evaluate the grade you deserve based on
facts and pay the evaluation fee for the grade you deserve. Those who do
not accept will not receive a refund.

It is not allowed to advance to a higher Dan beyond a certain level. For
example, if you have passed the 3rd Dan exam and are applying to advance
to a higher Dan, you cannot apply for the 5th Dan or above.
