TOWN OF ROSE HILL ACRES
MINUTES FOR MARCH 10, 2020
 
Mayor David Lang called the regular monthly meeting of the Town of Rose Hill Acres to order at 6:12 p.m.  Mayor Lang gave invocation and the Council said the pledge.  Council members, Cindy Mason, Monte Guidry, Bobby Glach, Tina Bosch, Attorney, Curtis Soileau, and Judge Thomisee were present.  Guest present were Kathy Smart (Piney Woods), Ingrid Caples, David Melvin, Don Ashworth, Tony Baird, Lynn Mason, Claude Webb and Chuck Reed (CPA).
 Under Citizen’s Participation, nothing was discussed.
 Cindy Mason made a motion to approve the February 25, 2020 Minutes.  Monte Guidry seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
 Mayor Lang said that no house plans were submitted to him.
 First item on the agenda was the Rate Increase for Piney Woods.  Kathy Smart told the Board of Alders that Piney Woods has been with Rose Hill Acres since 2017, and that they were asking for a rate increase of .50 per month (from $ 16.75 to $ 17.25 per month).  She also said that there are several options; once a week pickup (Tuesday or Friday).  Judge Thomisee asked if there would be given another can for once a week option.  Kathy Smart said that residents are already allowed another can or bag with their pick up.  She was also asked if there would still be the twice a year roll-off; she said that she would check to see.  Kathy told the Council that the full-time employee health care and auto insurance has increased.  She also said that if the increase is approved, it would not start until May.
Monte Guidry made a motion to allow the rate increase from $16.75 to $17.25 with twice a week pick up.  Cindy Mason seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
 
Cindy Mason has done a lot of research for the May Election; 942 pages of information has been printed out.  Bobby Glach made a motion to elect Janet Hurline as Election Judge for the May 2, 2020 Election.  Tina Bosch seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 
 
Next on the agenda was to approve the Election Ballot.  Cindy Mason told the Board of Alders that the Ballots would cost .29 each.  Monte Guidry made a motion to allow Election Ballots to be ordered.  Bobby Glach seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
 
Mayor Lang told the Board of Alders that Temporary Housing is going to be allowed as of not until the grant money comes in.  This topic will be reviewed next month.
 
Mayor Lang said that they are trying to get things done ahead of time for the Block Grant; a CPA to do the annual Financial Report has been hired (job completed).
 
 
 
Cindy Mason made a motion to approve the Financial Procedure/Reporting Policy.  Monte Guidry seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
Cindy Mason told the Council that the Government expects a lot and that we are doing according to their guidelines. 
 
Mayor Lang told the Council that the Fund Balance Policy allows for greater cash flow during emergencies.  Monte Guidry made a motion to adopt the Fund Balance Policy.  Bobby Glach seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  
 
Bobby Glach made a motion to adopt the Cash Management and Investment Policy.  Monte Guidry seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
 
Cindy Mason made a motion to adopt the Records Management Program.  Tina Bosch seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
 
Next on the agenda was the adoption of the Ordinance for Regulation of Dilapidated Buildings, Substandard Buildings, and Unsecured Vacant Buildings.  Mayor Lang told Council that the Ordinance was lengthy, but thorough.  Cindy Mason made a motion to adopt the Ordinance, Monte Guidry seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
 
Chuck Reed (CPA) told the Council that he had met with the Mayor Pro-tem (Cindy Mason) and City Secretary (Karen Granato). He said that the 2018 & 2019 Financial Audit was done; in 2018, Rose Hill Acres was in good financial health with over $200,000 in the bank; in 2019 there was about one-half ($92,000), after paying debris removal.
 
Chuck Reed suggested that either Quick Book or Peach Tree be used for keeping record of City finances.  Cindy Mason asked if he recommended one over the other.  He told her that he was not good with any of them, but knew someone who was.
