1 Bar end mirror, left hand 1

2 Bar end mirror, right hand 1

3 Friction ring 2

4 Fixing 2
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NOTE: When removing the original mirrors be advised that the
mirror on the left hand side of the handlebars has a right hand thread
and the mirror on the right hand side of the handlebars has a left
hand thread. Ensure the mirror stem is turned in the correct
direction when removing the mirrors from the handlebars.  

1 Slide the rubber gaiter (1) up the original mirror stem (2) on the
left hand side of the handlebars. Remove the original mirror from
the handlebars.
Retain the mirrors for reuse if the accessory bar end mirrors are
removed.

2 Remove the bar end weight fixing (1) bar end weight (2) and
spacer (3) from the left hand side of the handlebars. Retain the bar
end weight and fixing for reuse. Retain the spacer for reuse if the
accessory bar end mirror is removed.
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3 Fit a friction ring (1) from the kit on to the handlebar.

4 Fit the left hand bar end mirror (1) from the kit over the friction
ring (2) on the handlebar. Fit a fixing (3) from the kit to the bar end
mirror. Do not fully tighten the fixing at this stage.

5 Adjust the bar end mirror to the preferred position and tighten the
bar end mirror fixing to 8Nm.

5mm Allen socket with ratchet

5mm Allen socket with torque wrench

14mm Spanner
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7 Repeat steps 1 to 6 for the right hand side of the motorcycle.

WARNING: Ensure there is clearance between the bar
end mirror (1), friction ring (2) and twist grip (3). The

operation of the twist grip (3) should be smooth, without
tightness and  return to the throttle closed position when
released. A tight, sticking or restricted twist grip can lead to
loss of motorcycle control and an accident.

WARNING: Turn the handlebars to the left hand and right hand full lock position and check that the bar end
mirrors do not contact any part of the motorcycle, or restrict the steering in any way. A motorcycle which has the

steering restricted may become unstable and result in an accident.

WARNING: After fitting any genuine Royal Enfield accessory always ride the motorcycle with caution and allow
time to become  familiar with any change in the motorcycle handling characteristics. Failure to become familiar

with any change in the motorcycle handling characteristics may cause the motorcycle to become unstable and result in
an accident.

6 Refit the bar end weight (1) with the original fixing (2) ensuring
the bar end weight is aligned correctly with the anti-rotation feature
in the end of the handlebar as shown. Tighten the fixing to 10Nm.
