The Public hearing for the 2022 maximum levy was opened by Mayor K. Snyder at 7:16 PM.  No oral or written comments were received.  The public hearing was closed by Mayor Snyder at 7:18 PM. 
Resolution 2021-24: Approve and adopt FY 2022 Maximum Levy.  Motion by Leab, Second by Kleinschmidt to approve Resolution 2021-24.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Clinton County Sheriff’s office -Sergeant Jesup Schroeder was present to discuss security cameras in town. 
Nuisance update:  223 First Street –No changes have been made. The city will proceed with a civil citation for the condition of the addition and a fine of $750 per month, motion by Winkler, second by Leab.  Vote:  All Ayes.

Resolution 2021-23: Update amount on city depository designation:  Motion by Leab, Second by Winkler. Vote: All ayes.  
Central Tank Coatings, Inc. gave a presentation on their services for the water tower. Motion to terminate contract with Maquire Iron for tank cleaning was made by Graves, second by Winkler.  All Ayes. The council will pursue a contract with Central Tank when the city is released from the contract with Maquire Iron. 
Motion to approve purchase of water shut off locator by Graves, Second by Leab.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Motion by Winkler, second by Snyder to set date for public hearing for the city budget for FY 2022 for March 9 at 7 PM.  Vote:  All Ayes. 
FEMA update:  Peggy Sellnau reported that the alternative projects request has been approved by FEMA and time extension granted. The city truck has been ordered from Kreigers, the first responders are working to locate a vehicle, and the playground committee has been meeting to select playground equipment. The Clinton County RCTP grant was also discussed. 
Mayor appointments:  Mayor Snyder appointed Kleinschmidt to join Winkler on the personnel committee and R. Snyder to the Clinton County Solid Waste commission. 

Leab reported that Charlotte Days has been set for August 13-14.  Details of events to follow. 

Snow removal plan was approved by the council and a temporary position will be posted.  Council will review again in March.  Motion by Graves, second by Winkler.  Vote:  Ayes:  Winkler, Graves, Kleinschmidt, R. Snyder.  Nay:  Leab 

Reports – Marlowe reported that the cameras are installed in the park. Garage doors are in stock now but waiting to be installed when it is warmer. The tractor will need new tires this year.  Graves requested clean up day be placed on the agenda for March. Leab inquired about clearing around fire hydrants and posting library information on social media.
