	A motion to have an additional charge of $10.00 per day to the owners of electric vehicles using the campground was made by Eberhart with a second by Snyder. All ayes. 
Megan Graves attended the meeting to discuss future plans for the Little League. There were 85 kids that signed up for the league which hosts T-ball through the Majors. Ideas for an additional diamond were discussed with fundraising and grants to help finance the project. The council encouraged Megan to get pricing for the endeavor and will help to support this project. 
Hosette presented two ordinances that will be rewritten, updated, and presented for the first reading at the next council meeting. 
The council discussed the recent issues with Windstream with their lack of service, repair, and communication. The mayor and clerk will research other options for the city. 
	A motion to switch phone companies, when a better option is available, was made by Snyder with a second by Lamaack. All ayes. 
	A motion to approve purchasing Samsung tablets for the council and assigning city emails to each one was made by Labarr with a second by Snyder. Eberhart-aye, Lamaack-nay, Hosette-aye, Labarr-aye and Snyder-aye. 
	A motion to approve the Clausen building permit was made by Hosette with a second by Lamaack. All ayes. 
	A motion to approve Dad’s Place cigarette license was made by Eberhart with a second by Lamaack. All ayes. 

Reports:
Eberhart reported that he has received compliments from the campers regarding the added cement and pads that were poured this year. He also inquired about the trees and debris that are still remaining since the storm. Mayor Snyder said that there is a person that will be removing trees, mulching and hauling away as a donation to the city. This will be completed in June. 
Mayor Snyder reported that the trial for Droste ended with a fine and six months to comply. Droste also has 30 days to present a roof estimate by a licensed contractor to the mayor.
