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A motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Kleinschmidt, second by Winkler.  Vote:  All Ayes.

Public Forum – Tammy Bliss was present to discuss the process to widen the driveway of the property she is purchasing and continued problem with stray cats. 
Larry and Deb Ploog addressed the council about issues they are having with their neighbor installing a fence over the property line. They have had a survey completed and know where their property line is.  The city attorney advised that the city should not be involved in this dispute.  He advised it is a legal issue between neighbors. 
Follow up at 223 First Street – City attorney.  Attorney Pillers was present to advise on the next steps for this property.  The city has done due diligence on this property. There are two options available at this point.  The first option is that city can move forward on demolition of the building.  The second option is to file a petition for a municipal infraction in court. The city will ask the judge to affirm the classification of the building as dangerous and needs to be demolished.  An inspection of the building can be done by the city with the assistance of the county sheriff’s office. Pillers recommended the second action since it offers the city more legal protection.  Motion by Graves, Second by Snyder to proceed with the recommendation of the city attorney on this issue.  Roll Call:  Ayes – Graves, Winkler, Kleinschmidt, Leab, Snyder.  Nays:  none.  None of the owners of the property were present to discuss the building permit for the property as had been requested by the home owner. 
Vacate alley off Broadway Street – Pillers advised the council on the process and pros/cons of vacating the alley.  Mayor Snyder will discuss this issue with adjoining property owners to gauge interest.  This issue will be tabled for further discussion in August. 

Kyle Burke and Kelly Hosette of the Charlotte Fire Department were present to discuss possibly building an addition to the fire station.  The city maintenance building may have to be moved to a different location. 

Set public hearing for budget amendment #1 for the next council meeting on August 10, 2021 due to FEMA and storm projects not being completed in the FY 2021 budget.  Motion by Graves, Second by Leab.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Security cameras to be placed at campground and fire station – Rhonda has purchased a booster to try to boost wi-fi signal to the campground.  Tabled to the August meeting

Veterans Memorial – Motion by Graves, Second by Leab to approve the city applying for the CCDA grant for funds to re-construct the memorial.  Vote:  All Ayes.
Add an additional cement bin by maintenance shed for mulch – tabled to August meeting. 

Contract for generator maintenance – tabled until August meeting. Deputy clerk will check on all contracts for generators for timelines. 

Street closure for street dance on Center Street on July 17 – Motion to approve closure from 5 PM to 2 AM by Leab, Second by Kleinschmidt.  Vote:  All Ayes.

Sewer lagoon fence replacement – tabled to August meeting. 

RCTP Road work for Broadway Street has been approved by Clinton County.  Motion by Graves, Second by Kleinschmidt to approve the agreement.  Vote:  All Ayes.
City Clerk position – Peggy Sellnau has given her resignation as the deputy clerk.  The positon will be posted as the full position at this time but may filled as the full positon or as the partial position after interviewing candidates, as determined by the council.  Motion by Graves, Second by Kleinschmidt to accept her resignation and proceed with posting the job and interviewing candidates. Vote:  All Ayes. 

Reports –  Mayor Snyder reported plans for RAGBRAI are moving along.  Pies will be needed for the stand for the Veterans Memorial.  Charlotte Days schedule is now posted and available.  Sellnau reported the ambulance has been purchased for the FEMA funding but we are still waiting for the city truck to be completed.
