November 10, 2020
Mayor Kelly Snyder called the regular meeting of the Charlotte City Council to order at 7:00 p.m. with council members Ed Kleinschmidt, Megan Graves, and Lisa Leab (via phone) present.  Marcus Winkler was absent.  Staff present:  Rhonda Marlowe

A motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Graves, second by Leab.  All Ayes.
Public forum – Barb Garson informed the council of 4 wheelers speeding on Park Avenue.  Nolan Bratthauer and Neil Rickertsen addressed the council regarding unsafe buildings at 116 Park Avenue and 223 1st Street.  Adrian Reza addressed the council about placing a mobile home on his property at 116 Park Avenue.  
Follow up on junk vehicles at 124 Park Avenue- Leroy and Cheri Mohr were present to speak with the council about the complaints of junk vehicles at their home. They stated they have made significant progress in cleaning up the property.  They are continuing to work on removing junk vehicles. It was noted that they have made some progress but need to continue to work on this.  This issue will be reviewed at the December council meeting.  
Waive 2nd reading/Approve 3rd reading of amended ordinance Title 4- Chapter 1- Animal control revised to include cats.  Motion for approval by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt.  All Ayes. 

Charlotte Days financial report was presented by Leab.  
Snyder gave an update on the well maintenance.  Work is expected to begin by early next week. 

FEMA embankment project update was given by Peggy Sellnau.  She is still waiting to hear final approval on alternative projects from FEMA, checking back with them weekly.  Embankment work is complete.  One additional rock ticket was submitted, and the final payment will be made in December. 
Location of new playground equipment was identified by the council.  
Ball diamond light poles and fence update - Motion to sign contract from LMI for pole and light replacement by Graves, second by Leab.  All ayes.  Work will start when all materials are available.  Fencing will be done in the spring. 
Designated library follow up – Graves reported that she had spoken with the State Library of Iowa.  The Maquoketa Public Library has added the City of Charlotte to their list of contracting cities and will charge the city for individual library cards.  A letter from the Frances Banta Waggoner Library in DeWitt was received and reviewed at the meeting.  It states that citizens of Charlotte will not be allowed to check out items from their library.  Graves will contact the State Library for guidance.

Motion by Leab, second by Graves to hire Kleinschmidt Excavating to burn the very large pile of trees from the derecho and embankment project for $600 (cost division 60% storm damage/40% FEMA).  Aye:  Leab, Graves.  Abstain:  Kleinschmidt
Motion by Graves, second by Leab to fill the council vacancy left by Kelly Snyder by appointment at the December meeting. All Ayes. 

Civil penalties in ordinances – tabled 

Nuisance property – 203 1st street:  windows and doors are broken, potential risk for persons entering the building. Motion by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt to send letter to owner to correct issues.  
Resolution 2020-15:  approve and authorize utility billing write off.  Motion by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt.  All Ayes. 

Resolution 2020-16:  approve city annual financial report.  Motion by Kleinschmidt, second by Graves.  All Ayes. 

Mayor Snyder informed the council she had been contacted by the RAGBRAI committee in regard to potentially traveling through Charlotte on their route in 2021. She reported that Dave Holt has offered the city the rip rap rock that he has on his property at no cost.  She reported on the security cameras that had been approved previously but not completed yet. Other options were discussed. Snyder also discussed adding a demolition permit to city building permit.  Snyder reviewed a letter received from Citizens for Charlotte stating that the city can no longer utilize the storage room at the CAAC for no charge.  There will be a charge of $100 per month after January 1, 2021.  Snyder will look into other options for storage. 
Reports:  R. Marlowe reported that restrooms at the park and ball diamond are winterized and locked. 3E Generators will be working on the lift station generator starter.   She reported that she has started all of the other generators but is unable to start the one at the CAAC because there is no LP in the tank.  The city will check into getting their own tank for that generator.  
At 8:33 p.m. a motion to adjourn was made by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt.  All ayes.
