Public Forum – 
Barb Garson and Gary Bunce attended the meeting to bring attention to the council the number of vehicles that are speeding on Park Avenue. Both parties are concerned with children or adults getting injured while walking or biking on this street. Council discussed this and agreed that there is a problem and decided to purchase speed bumps to help with this situation. 
	A motion to approve purchasing 4 speed bumps was made by Hosette with a second by Lamaack. All ayes. 
Lonnie and Darla Adrian attended the meeting to follow up on the 3 signed formal complaints brought to the council from various citizens in Charlotte. Two complaints were regarding junk vehicles and one was regarding noise, due to a rooster. Mayor Snyder stated that the council will begin the process of having these citizens become compliant with the city ordinances. 
Mayor Snyder brought information regarding hiring a new city attorney. She suggested that the city hire Lynch-Dallas P.C. who offers a lower hourly rate and is quick to respond to emails and phone calls. 
	A motion to remove Dave Pillars as city attorney was made by Hosette with a second by Snyder. Roll call: Ayes- Hosette, Lamaack, Labaar and Snyder. No nays.
There are 3 trees that need to come down which are located on city property. Mayor Snyder received a bid for $4500.00 from a company in DeWitt. 
	A motion to hire said company was made by Labarr with a second by Snyder. All ayes.
Shelly Mohr attended the meeting to ask if the city would paint pickle ball lines on the basketball court. 
	A motion to have Rhonda repaint the basketball court lines and add pickleball lines was made by Snyder with a second by Hosette. All Ayes. 
Shelly is also in charge of Charlotte Days and asked for a donation from the city. 
	A motion to donate $1500.00 to Charlotte Days was made by Hosette with a second by Snyder. All ayes. 
	A motion to install cameras at city hall was made by Hosette with a second by Labarr. All ayes.
	A motion to keep the old city truck was made by Snyder with a second by Lamaack. All ayes.
Mayor Snyder followed up on the Droste property. She reported that Mr. Droste will be fixing the sidewalk and boarding up the windows. He will also bring in a contractor to inspect and evaluate the structural integrity of the building.
	A motion to approve Dad’s Place and Pitts Stop liquor license was made by LaBarr with a second by Snyder. All ayes.
	A motion to approve Holt building permit was made by Snyder with a second by LaBarr. All ayes.
The copier in city hall is not working. A repairman recommended replacing it, due to the age of the machine and the fact that he is unable to repair it. Mayor Snyder and the council discussed the option of leasing a new copier and decided that would be the best choice.
Reports:
Tom Witt attended the meeting to discuss the bids for the new control panel. 
Rhonda mentioned that there are around 90 people left to sign up for water meter replacement. She also reported that the meter at the well house by the water tower is broken and will need replaced.
