Approve Central Tank Coatings, Inc. contract – contract with Maguire Iron has been terminated.  Motion to approve contract with Central Tank Coatings for water tower tank cleaning, maintenance, and painting was made by Kleinschmidt, second by Winkler.  Vote:  All Ayes.
