September 8, 2020

Mayor Keller called the regular meeting of the Charlotte City Council to order at 7:02 p.m. with council members Kleinschmidt, Graves, Snyder and Leab present.  Winkler arrived at 7:16 p.m.  Staff present:  Marlowe.

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A motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Graves with a second by Kleinschmidt. All ayes. 


  
Public forum – Tammy Pitts was present to inform the council that she and her husband, Tom, will be leasing Markham’s and are in the process of completing paperwork for their liquor license.   
The council reviewed the contractor bids for the Deep Creek embankment project.  Motion to accept the bid from Kueter Equipment Company for $49,790.00 by Graves, seconded by Kleinschmidt.  All Ayes. 
A motion was made by Graves with a second by Leab for approval of Resolution 2020-13 Street Financial Report.  All Ayes

Peggy Sellnau gave a FEMA update.  The worksheet for the alternative projects will be submitted this week.   

A motion was made by Winkler, seconded by Kleinschmidt to approve the building permit for 237 – 1st Street.  All Ayes.

Trick or treat was set for October 31 from 5:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.  Motion by Graves, seconded by Leab.  All Ayes.

Discussion was held regarding creating the position of deputy city clerk.  This position would be responsible for preparing for and attending the council meetings, bank reconciliation, and follow up on council meetings.  The council agreed to post the position.  Motion by Winkler, second by Leab to have Peggy Sellnau fill the position on a temporary basis for a wage of $400 per month. All Ayes. 
Follow up on 124 Park Avenue was reviewed.  Numerous un-registered vehicles remain on the property as well as car parts and junk vehicles.  Motion by Snyder, second by Kleinschmidt to send letters to all households in town, stating that the junk vehicle ordinance will be enforced starting October 15. All Ayes. 
Feral cat ordinance will have first and second readings in October and third reading in November. 

Discussion was held on the ordinance enforcement procedures.  Leab and Graves will develop a procedure, including recommendations for a committee to review issues. This will be tabled until the October meeting. 
Marlowe reported she is obtaining estimates on garage doors. She will be ordering Christmas decorations for the light poles. Mayor Keller reported he has been in contact with the insurance company about the poles and the fence at the ball diamond.  He is getting estimates for replacements and repairs. The generator at Well 2 had been struck by lightning and will be covered by insurance.  Leab will have a report on Charlotte Days financials next month. Graves noted that when a special council meeting is held, there is a cost to the city and it should be passed on to the person requesting the meeting. Winkler inquired about the security cameras at the park.  Marlowe stated they have not been installed yet.

At 8:27 p.m. a motion to adjourn was made by Kleinschmidt with a second by Leab. All ayes.
