JUNE 13, 2023
Mayor Kelly Snyder called the regular meeting of the Charlotte City Council to order at 6:00 PM with council members Ray Snyder, Dave Labarr, Alex Lamaack and Kelly Hosette present. Brandon Eberhart was absent.

A motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Hosette with a second by Snyder.  All Ayes.
 
Public Forum – no written or oral comments were made. 
Dean Grimm, Barb Grimm, Barb Garson, Peggy Sellnau, Drew Marlowe and Shane McClintock were present. 
It was brought to the councils’ attention that John and Lisa Leab have not made any attempts to pay their last utility bill. Many bills and delinquent notices have been sent as well as a text. 
	A motion to write off the bill, with the stipulation that if they were ever to move back to Charlotte the bill would have to be paid- was made by Labarr with a second by Snyder. All ayes. 
The council discussed that there have been no clean-up efforts made by Tom Pitts regarding his building that was damaged by the storm a few months back. 
	A motion to send a letter to him giving him 30 days to get the entire area cleaned up-including all of the tires around his property- was made by Lamaack with a second by Snyder. All ayes. 
	A motion to approve the Hosette building permit was made by Labarr with a second by Lamaack. Snyder- aye, Hosette-abstained.
	A motion to approve the Grimm building permit-regarding hiring a licensed company to move the structure and place it on an existing foundation on Grimm’s property was made by Labarr with a second by Snyder. Lamaack-aye, Hosette-abstained. 
	A motion to approve the Borota building permit was made by Hosette with a second by Lamaack. All ayes. 
Council waved the 1st and 2nd reading of the Ordinance 3-3-33 Parking During Snow Emergency and read the 3rd reading at the meeting. 
	A motion to approve the updated Ordinance 3-3-33 was made by Hosette with a second by Lamaack. Roll call: Snyder-aye, Labarr-aye, Hosette-aye and Lamaack- aye. 
There was much discussion regarding the campground rules that were put in place at last month’s meeting. Drew Marlowe, the campground host, was present to express his thoughts and concerns. Peggy Sellnau was also in attendance to discuss the rules as well. Changes were made to the rules as such: A camper must move every 14 days even if there are multiple sites open. After a camper’s 4th consecutive move, they must leave the campground for 24 hours. No extension of time will be granted. 
	A motion to approve the updated campground rules was made by Snyder with a second by Labarr. All ayes. 
A company called Nextlink contacted the city and wants to lease space on the city water tower for internet. James Connolly was in attendance and discussed issues with such an agreement. The council agreed and decided to not allow any company to lease space on the water tower. 
	A motion to turn down Nextlink’s proposal was made by Snyder with a second by Labarr. All ayes. 
Shane McClintock from the Clinton County Health Department attended the meeting regarding the vicious dog attack that occurred in Charlotte and sent 2 individuals to the hospital. He shared with the council that this was the 3rd incident with this particular dog. He will be working with the county attorney and it is his opinion that this dog, which is in quarantine now, should be euthanized. Mayor Snyder will be working with the city attorney to update the city ordinance regarding vicious animals. 
	A motion to deem this dog as a vicious animal and not allow this dog back in the town of Charlotte, was made by Hosette with a second by Labarr. Roll call: Snyder-aye, Hosette-aye, Lamaack-aye, and Labarr-aye. 
Charlotte Days is scheduled for August 18th and 19th. 
	A motion to donate $1500.00 for Charlotte Days was made by Labarr with a second by Snyder. All ayes. 
	A motion to close Broadway Street for Charlotte Days was made by Hosette with a second by Lamaack. All ayes. 
Mayor Snyder informed the council that there will be a benefit for the Charlotte child that was burned in a fire. The event is called ‘Jammin Along on JR’s Journey’ and will be held on September 9th from 11:00 a.m. until midnight at Dad’s Place. 
	A motion to close Center Street and part of Park Avenue, for the event, was made by Snyder with a second by Lamaack. All ayes. 
	A motion to have road striping done by Clinton County was made by Hosette with a second by Labarr. All ayes. 

Reports:
James reported that there were no issues with hydrant flushing and all is good. He also reported that the CCR report is available and already up on the city website. 
Rhonda let the council know that the street signs have come in and will be installed in the next couple of weeks. 
The clerk reported that Preston telephone company is still working on getting service to Charlotte and will keep the council informed on their progress. 

Mayor Snyder reported that Droste and Mohr are both in contempt of court and has turned both issues over to the city attorney to proceed. She also mentioned that the Veteran’s Memorial Event was a huge success.
