September 14, 2021
Mayor Kelly Snyder called the regular meeting of the Charlotte City Council to order at 7:00 PM with council members Megan Graves, Marcus Winkler, and Ray Snyder present.  Others present:  David Pillers (city attorney), Mike Jensen, Kelly Hosette, Shelly Mohr, Heather Schecterle, Ricky Steffens, Rhonda Marlowe, and Terry Behn.

A motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Graves, second by R. Snyder.  Vote:  All Ayes.

Public Forum – No comments received.  
Resolution 2022-02:  Proposal to vacate alley off Broadway and dispose of real property and publish a notice of public hearing for October 19.  Motion by Graves, second by Winkler to approve Resolution 2022-02. Roll Call Vote:  All Ayes.

Follow up at 223 First Street – Attorney Pillers stated an municipal infraction has been filed in regard to the condition of this property. Heather Schecterle and Ricky Steffens were present to discuss their property with the council. It was noted that the property has been cleaned up outside but the issues with the addition remain.  It was agreed that Ms. Schecterle has one week to make contact with Mayor Snyder to arrange for an inspection and make a plan to repair the building, including the timeframe. A licensed contractor must be used to make the repairs.  This progress will be reviewed at the next council meeting and determined if the city will continue to move toward removal of the addition and/or building.  Motion by Graves, Second by R. Snyder to follow this plan.  Roll Call Vote:  All Ayes. 
Vacate alley off Broadway Street – Mayor Snyder reported she is working with the city attorney to determine if the alley has already been vacated. This issue will be tabled for further discussion at the September meeting. 

Security cameras to be placed at campground and fire station – Rhonda and Kelly are working to get these installed on our system.  
Appointment of Deputy City Clerk:  Motion by Winkler, second by Graves to appoint Barbara Kass as the Deputy City Clerk at a rate of $500 per month. She will start October 1, 2021.  Vote:  All Ayes.
Appointment of Water Operator– Motion by Winkler, Second by Graves to appoint James Connolly as water operator at a rate of $800 per month. He will start October 1, 2021. Roll Call Vote:  All Ayes.
Charlotte Days report – Abby Costello was present to review the Charlotte Days financial report with the council.  Costello also informed the council that she and Lisa Leab would not be returning to be in charge of Charlotte Days next year.  The council expressed their appreciation of the great job they have done for the past years. 

Mud Volleyball pit – Mayor Snyder reported that the DNR has requested the city move the dirt berm that was constructed at the volleyball pit. City staff are working on this. The bill for the initial construction of the pit has been received. Motion by Graves, second by Winkler to approve payment of $575 for construction and dirt from Thornwood Construction. Roll Call Vote:  All Ayes.    

City Burn Pile- Mayor Snyder has spoken with the DNR about moving the burn pile to the area near the lagoon.  Motion by Graves, Second by R. Snyder to move the burn pile to the lagoon area, only to be access by city staff.  A wire bin will be placed by the maintenance garage to place smaller brush by citizens and arrangements will need to be made with Maintenance staff for disposal of larger brush.   Roll Call Vote:  All Ayes.
Resignation – City Council – The council accepted the resignation of Lisa Leab as council person.  Motion by Winkler, second by Graves.  Vote:  All Ayes

Action to fill council vacancy – Motion by Graves, second by R. Snyder to fill the vacancy by appointment.  Roll Call Vote:  All Ayes.  This council seat will appear on the November ballot as well due to the timing of the election cycle. 

The Council entered into a closed session at 8:02 PM, Motion by Winkler, Second by Graves.  Vote:  All Ayes.  The purpose of the closed session is “to evaluate the professional competency of an individual whose appointment, hiring, performance or discharge is being considered when necessary to prevent needless and irreparable injury to the individual’s reputation and that individual requests a closed session.” Graves left the closed session.  The Council entered back into open session at 8:46 PM. Graves returned to the council meeting.  Motion by Winkler, second by R. Snyder to return to open session. Vote:  All Ayes.
Charlotte Winterfest Event – Mayor Snyder reported that this event will be held on December 11, 2021at the city park. Motion to approve this event by Graves, second by R. Snyder. Vote: All Ayes.
Set Trick or Treat date and time – Motion by Graves, second by R. Snyder to set Trick or Treating as Sunday, October 31 from 5 to 7 PM.  Vote:  All Ayes

D. Grimm Golf Cart permit – tabled to October meeting.

American Rescue Plan Funds- the funds have been received by the city.  The council agreed that estimates can be obtained for new water meters to be purchased with this money. 

CAAC Building – Mike Jensen was present to discuss the CAAC Building.  He stated the building is not for sale at this time. 

Set date for October council meeting – a special meeting will be held on October 5 at 6 PM to make the appointment to the open council seat and review progress at 223 First Street.  The regular council meeting will be held on October 19 at 6 PM and monthly on the third Tuesday at 6 PM thereafter. 

Reports –  Maintenance:  Marlowe reported on the retaining wall by the well.
