May 11, 2021
Mayor Kelly Snyder called the Public Hearing to order for the dangerous building at 223 – 1st Street at 6:45 PM.  Council members present:  Megan Graves, Marcus Winkler, Lisa Leab, Ray Snyder.  Absent:  Ed Kleinschmidt.  Also present:  David Pillers, City Attorney, and Heather Schecterle, citizen.  Attorney Pillers presented the information and exhibits on dangerous building concerns at 223-1st Street. Ms. Schecterle responded that she has had a change in persons working on the home but she and her boyfriend are working on the home again.  She stated she will submit a new building permit since it has been over a year since she submitted the first one.  When asked if she is residing in the home, she stated she comes to the home daily to check on her dog and work on the house but lives elsewhere. Mr. Pillers reminded her she will need to follow state requirements for licensed contractors.  Utilities will need to be reconnected and generators are not allowed as long-term power to a home.  Ms. Schecterle stated she will work with the council to improve her property.  Attorney Pillers presented the council with Resolution 2021-30, directing the residents of the home to vacate the premises until the home has required repairs done and has been determined to be safe.  Motion by Winkler, Second by Leab to approve Resolution 2021-30. Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Winkler, Leab, Graves, Snyder.  Nays:  none.  Absent:  Kleinschmidt.  Mayor Snyder closed the public hearing at 6:59 PM.
Mayor Kelly Snyder called the regular meeting of the Charlotte City Council to order at 7:00 PM with council members Megan Graves, Marcus Winkler, Lisa Leab, and Ray Snyder present.  Ed Kleinschmidt was absent.
