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A motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt.  Vote:  All Ayes.

Public Forum – included in nuisance updates

Resolution 2020-17: Appointment to open council seat – one letter was received from Ray Snyder.  Motion by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt to appoint Ray Snyder to the open council seat, with the term to end on December 31, 2021.  Roll Call vote:  All ayes.  Ray Snyder joined the council at 7:08 PM.

Nuisance update:  124 Park Avenue – Darla Adrian addressed the council to say that improvement has been made but there are still two junk vehicles that remain on the property.  Neil Rickertsen concurred with her report.  Discussion was held regarding imposing a fine and authorizing towing of the vehicles.  Motion by Leab, second by Kleinschmidt to impose a civil penalty of $100 and allow 14 days to remove the specific vehicles or the city will have them towed.  Vote:  All Ayes.

                 203 First Street-  letter was sent asking for the building to be secured. No work has been done by the owner.  City will send formal letter about securing the building, giving 14 days to complete.  City Maintenance will secure building with costs assessed to owner if not done in that time.  Motion by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt to proceed.  Vote:  All Ayes.
Nuisance complaints:  223 First Street – Neil Rickertsen addressed the council about continued use of generator for power to the house and the condition of the addition to the home that has not been completed, as well as junk on the property.   The city will send a letter to owners notifying them of noise and nuisance ordinances and ask them to correct these.  Motion to proceed by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt.  Vote:  All Ayes.

                116 Park Avenue – No action taken. 

Well Maintenance update – Terry Behn reported that the well pump has been pulled and is being rebuilt.  Northway well will replace piping that is needed.  He is hopeful that this will be done by Friday or early next week. There are some wiring issues that will need to be updated in the near future so well 5 can automatically kick in when needed.

FEMA Project update – no change, still waiting on Federal approval for alternative projects.

Library update – Graves reported that according to the State Library of Iowa, libraries can individually decide not to honor the open access cards, meaning the library in DeWitt can decline to allow residents of Charlotte to use that library.  The City will continue to utilize the Maquoketa Public Library as the designated library. 

Civil Penalties and Nuisance ordinance review – discussion on schedule of fines and possible time limit of 45 days for unregistered vehicles on properties.  Tabled to January meeting

Rip Rap donation – Winkler will move the rock to the campground area.

Security cameras – proposal from Nightwatch Security Services.  Motion by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt to accept option 2 if it includes both fire station and park or option 1 only if park is included in #2.  Marlowe to confirm amounts. Vote:  All Ayes.
Motion by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt to set date for public hearing to amend the city budget for January 12 at 7 PM.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Reports – Marlowe reported that she is cleaning out the storage at the CAAC and looking into getting a new security light for the park. 

Motion to adjourn at 8:27 PM by Winkler, second by Graves.  Vote:  All Ayes.
