Daryl Parker from ECIA was present to discuss Clinton County trail systems with the council.  
Follow up at 223 First Street – Mayor Snyder reported she is working with the city attorney for further action. 
Vacate alley off Broadway Street – Mayor Snyder reported she is working with the city attorney to determine if the alley has already been vacated. This issue will be tabled for further discussion at the September meeting. 

Fence permit for 224-1st Street-  Motion by Graves, second by R Snyder to approve the permit.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Fence permit for 123 Broadway Street-  Motion by Graves, second by Winkler to approve the permit.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Driveway permit for 123 Broadway Street- owner wants to widen driveway and place culvert in gutter so that vehicles can drive over the gutter, rather than through it.  Motion to approve permit with proper drainage addressed by Winkler, second by R Snyder.  Vote:  All Ayes.

Road Closure of Center Street at Dad’s Place on 8/28/21 from 10 AM to 2 AM-  Motion to approve closure by Graves, second by Leab.  Vote:  All Ayes.

Contract for generator maintenance at lift station-  Motion to approve the one year contract by Winkler, second by Graves.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Security cameras to be placed at campground and fire station – Rhonda has purchased a booster to try to boost wi-fi signal to the campground.  Tabled to the September meeting

Construction of additional bin-  Motion by Winkler, second by Leab to approve cement bin bid of $2260 from Johnson Concrete. Vote:  All Ayes.
Sewer lagoon fence replacement – Motion by Graves, second by Winkler to approve installation of a new wire fence at the sewer lagoon.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Donation of scrap metal refund from city clean up to Veterans Memorial restoration fund– Motion by Leab, Second by Winkler to approve donation of the funds to re-construct the memorial.  Vote:  All Ayes.
Water Operator position – Terry Behn has given his resignation as the water operator.  Motion by Graves, Second by Leab to accept his resignation and proceed with posting the job and interviewing candidates. Vote:  All Ayes. 

Charlotte Days – Leab reported on planned activities. Committee has requested partial city funding for construction of mud volleyball pit.  Motion by Graves, second by Winkler to approve up to $600 for construction and dirt from Thornwood Construction. Vote:  All Ayes.    

City Burn Pile- tabled to the September meeting. 

Reports –  Maintenance:  Marlowe reported on water meters, retaining wall at Well 5, and safety tile on the fence at the ball diamond.  Mayor Snyder reported RAGBRAI went very well and thanked everyone who made the day such a success.  Sellnau reported the invoices for the ambulance and playground equipment has been submitted to FEMA for reimbursement. There is no change in the status of the city truck.  Additional invoices were submitted to insurance for derecho damage. Election paperwork will be available at city hall next week. The filing period is August 23- September 16. Voting location may be moved from the fire station.  Sellnau also reported on the American Rescue Act and technology funds.
